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Hold Firm to God’s Promises

"Wherever the soles of your feet tread, | have given
you, as | promised Moses." (Joshua 1:3)

Moses led the Israelites out of Egypt, leaving the land
of slavery, and they could have smoothly entered the land
of Canaan promised by God. Since they did not believe in
God but feared the ferocity of the enemy, they stayed in the
wilderness for 38 years. After that generation of people had
passed, Joshua led them to cross the Jordan River, defeat
the Canaanites, and enter the Promised Land. Joshua's
victory can be seen in his handling of the three things:

1. Crossing the river with obedience—God told Joshua
to be strong and courageous and lead the Israelites across
the Jordan River. Joshua obeyed the order and led the
people forward without any doubt. As soon as the priests
carrying the ark stepped into the water of the Jordan River,
it formed a bank, allowing them to walk across on dry
ground. We will see miracles only when we are completely
obedient to God.

2. Sieging the city with courage - the ancient city of
Jericho had been built many times, so it was very strong
and difficult to break through. When Joshua was inspecting
the city wall alone, he encountered an angel telling him
about God’s plan to attack the city. God asked him to send
priests to carry the ark of the covenant to surround the city.
It would take a lot of courage because enemy troops could
shoot arrows from the walls or raid the Ark. Joshua waited
patiently for seven days; sure enough, the city wall
collapsed, and he led the crowd to win the city. After
understanding God's will, we must do it bravely without
any hesitation, then God's blessing will come.

3. Making a covenant with faithfulness - the new
generation of Israelites had not made a covenant with God.
After the battle had stabilized, Joshua immediately led the
people to Mount Ebal to build an altar and make a covenant
with God. He taught the people the book of the law of
Moses; made them resolve to obey and to not to deviate
from it from generation to generation. Jehovah God is a
covenant-keeping and loving God. Making a covenant with
God is not only a sign of loyalty but also a guarantee of
grace for our benefit.

Moses served his generation before passing away, and
he entrusted the leadership of the people to Joshua.
Joshua lived up to God's will and diligently brought the
Israelites into the land flowing with milk and honey,
completing the staged Messianic redemption plan. Today,
our church is also at a turning point in history. The work
of handing over the leadership has been completed, and it
is waiting for everyone to cooperate with the new
ministers-elders team. Hold firm to God’s promises, be
the Lord's elite soldiers, and work together with one mind
to gain the good, promised land from God.
