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The Four Chaplains

"On the day of your march, let your people be
clothed with holy adornments, and be willing to
sacrifice themselves." (Psalm 110:3)

In May 1948, the U.S. Postal Service issued a 3-
cent stamp featuring the faces of four military officers
on it, known as the "Four Chaplains" stamp, which is
widely loved and collected. What's the story behind it?

During World War 11, a military trangport ship
converted from a passenger ship, the "Dorchester"”, was
fully loaded with 904 people, and sailed from New York
to Greenland. At 12:55 in the morning on February 3,
1943, when it sailed to the Labrador Sea, it was attacked
by a German submarine and was torpedoed in the
middle. The turbine chamber exploded, and sea water
poured in immediately, causing the ship to tilt. The
power system was also lost, and a distress signal could
not be sent. The nearby escort ships did not know the
situation, and even the warning to abandon the ship
could not be issued. In addition to those who were killed
on the spot, many people were trapped under the cabin.
Everyone scrambled to escape to the deck and jumped
into the lifeboats, but some were over-loaded and
capsized. Many people fell into the 1°C icy water.

At this time, there were four military chaplains on
board, Reverend George Fox of the Methodist Church,
Reverend Clark Poling of the Reformed Church,
Reverend John Washington of the Catholic Church, and
Rabbi Alexander Goody of the Jewish religion. They
comforted and encouraged the soldiers on the deck,
helped them put on life jackets, and guided them to
board the lifeboats and lower them into the sea. Seeing
the shortage of small boats, they had no intention of
escaping, and even gave their life jackets to others. The
ship sank very quickly, and was buried in the water in
just a few tens of minutes. In the end, they saw the four
of them, kneeling in a circle with their hands on each
other, bowing their heads in prayer.

In this shipwreck, besides the 230 people rescued
by the two escort ships, 674 people perished in the sea,
which was the largest loss in the transportation history
of World War II. The heroic deeds of the four military
chaplains have become synonymous with the
Dorchester. In 1960, the U.S. Congress designated
February 3 as "Four Chaplains' Day

The Lord Jesus came to the world and sacrificed
his life to save the world. He was crucified and
fulfilled the will of the heavenly Father. Everyone who
follows Him should also leave behind their own
interests and sacrifice for others.
