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Some Caution About Freedom

“Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is
one. You shall love the LORD your God with all your

heart and with all your soul and with all your might. ”

(Deuteronomy 6:4-7)

In the recent youth parents meeting, we took some
time to learn from God’s commandment to Israel in
Deuteronomy 6:4-9. | want to take some time to
summarize what we’ve learned from it and share it
through this platform. | think this passage gives us
important good news that may be easily overlooked.

In the Old Testament, we learn that Israel was
struggling to worship God because they were quite
used to worshipping the Canaanite gods or the
Egyptian gods. When the Israelites were stubborn and
rebellious, God could have punished them to death and
moved on to a different people. But he didn’t. Instead,
God intentionally and carefully walked alongside
them from generation to generation. When they woke
up, and after they went to sleep, both literally and
figuratively (when they were born and after they died).
God displayed his patience and faithfulness with his
children even though they were stubborn and
rebellious. In response to their stubbornness and
disobedience, God didn’t forsake them.

When God commanded Israel to teach this
commitment to the Lord to their children, it seems like
God wanted Israel to imitate the same patience and
faithfulness to their children. This is an
encouragement for parents because as we struggle to
love our kids and teach them about God, we may have
failed miserably. But God is inviting us to imitate his
patience and faithfulness to love our kids. He wouldn’t
want us to cut corners and be ignorant about our Kids.

God commanded the parents in Israel with the
practical wisdom in v 7 “You shall teach them
diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house, and when you walk by the way,
and when you lie down, and when you rise.” As
parents, are you always there to talk to them when your
kids sit in your house? Do you often take your Kkids to
walk in the park, or chat with them while getting their
favorite food? Are you there when they wake up or go
to sleep to pray for them? Do you make these things
into a habit regardless of whether they like it or not?
When God commands us with something, he will
supply us with the ability to do that commandment,
even if it means that we have to die to our ego and
other sins and be resurrected with the faith in Christ to
be patient and faithful to do what he commands, even
when our kids don’t like it at the moment.
