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What Are We Proclaiming?

“But Peter said, ‘I have no silver and gold, but what
I do have I give to you. In the name of Jesus Christ of
Nazareth, rise up and walk!” And he took him by the right
hand and raised him up, and immediately his feet and
ankles were made strong. And leaping up, he stood and
began to walk, and entered the temple with them, walking
and leaping and praising God” Acts 3:6-8

In a church history class, I learned that during the
medieval era, there’s a legend about a conversation
between Pope Innocent 11 and the priest theologian,
Thomas Aquinas. While walking through the luxurious
cathedral in all its riches, the Pope said, “You see, Thomas,
the church can no longer say, ‘Silver and gold have I
none.’” Thomas answered, “That is true, Holy Father, but
neither can she still say, ‘Arise and walk.”” This is a slap in
the face, not only to the Pope, but also to the whole
Christianity. For hundreds of years at this point, after
Constantine legalized Christianity and relieved the early
Christians from persecutions, Christianity enjoyed massive
growth in culture, intellectual, and including power and
wealth. Despite bringing growth in theology, pietism, and
education, the purity of Christian practice was also
declining at the same time. This decline gives way to the
need for Reformation, as was pioneered by many
theologians such as Jan Hus, Martin Luther, or John Calvin,
and many others.

In light of the mission month, the conversation between
Pope Innocent Il and Thomas Aquinas should challenge us.
What are we proclaiming during this month? Are we
proclaiming Jesus’ power that can change people’s lives
better than our wealth could? Or are we merely proclaiming
our church’s wealth and power that we can send this much
money to many missionaries and feel like a good person
giving charities? Many people around us need the Christians
to share the love of Jesus. There are even those who are
lonely and spiritually ill with their sin in our community.
They need something that “silver and gold” can't heal.

Many of us are first generation immigrants to the US that
have enjoyed material blessings. Let us not be complacent
with chasing wealth and dreams but forgetting God’s
commission to reach out to the lost. The gospel is indeed
sweet for those who are aware of their need for Jesus. But
that’s why Jesus warned us in Revelation 3:16—17, “So,
because you are lukewarm, and neither hot nor cold, | will
spit you out of my mouth. For you say, | am rich, | have
prospered, and | need nothing, not realizing that you are
wretched, pitiable, poor, blind, and naked.” So let us
continue to reform our faith; being aware of our need for
Jesus and the need of those around us for Jesus, so that we
can share to them the healing power of Jesus.
