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Church Vision (Il): Church History

“You crown the year with your bounty, and your
carts overflow with abundance.” (Psalm 65:10)

The predecessor of Cincinnati Chinese Church,
Cincinnati Fellowship, was founded in 1965 by several
overseas Chinese Christians. Though Cincinnati
Chinese Church (hereafter called CCC) was not yet
established in those days, God led the brothers and
sisters to focus on the mission of the gospel, to gather
together in Christ, to pray, to worship, to study the
Bible, to visit, and so on. God's mighty hand has been
leading the brothers and sisters to be His witnesses.

In 1970, CCC was officially established, and since
then, God has used the church to be a blessing to the
greater Cincinnati area and to spread the Gospel of
Christ to all nations. In the early days of the church,
sermons were preached primarily in English, and
services were held on Sunday afternoons at 1:00 pm.
There was not only Sunday worship, but also Sunday
school after worship. There were also women's
meetings, special Bible studies, student prayer meetings,
English and Chinese Bible studies, and visits every
Saturday. God chose Elders Chu, Tsang, and Lei to be
the leaders of CCC.

The year 1984 was a year of special thanksgiving for
CCC. In that year, the church purchased the Mt. Healthy
site (which later became the Compton Church). Elder
Shi-Pei Chu resigned from his work to pastor the church
full time. The reason for choosing Mt. Healthy site was
that it was located in the center of Greater Cincinnati.
Brothers and sisters from the north and south were about
the same distance away by car. At that time, it was
certainly a beautiful place God had measured out for us.

In 1991, Pastor David Wu returned to Cincinnati
from Texas and joined the pastoral team as pastor of the
CCC. In the following year, God's grace was poured out
abundantly on the church, and in 1992, the church
expanded for the first time, increasing the size of the
church by almost 50%. It was in that year that the
auxiliary church, which we use today, was expanded.

Next year will mark the 40th anniversary of CCC
since having her own church building. Looking back at
the history of God's leading of CCC, the author hopes
that every brother or sister is clear about God's promises
to CCC. God did not bring us to Cincinnati to settle
here; rather, He wants us to be His elite soldiers, to
possess the land, and to spread the gospel of Jesus Christ
to the world. This is also our theme for this year: “Hold
Firm to God’s Promises. Be a Good Soldier of Christ.”
