Do Not Be Ashamed of Christ

"Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony about

our Lord, nor of me his prisoner, but share in
suffering for the gospel by the power of God, (2 Tim.
1:8 ESV)"

Will you really not be ashamed of Christ after your
conversion? When Jesus Christ was crucified, the
officers and soldiers mocked Him, "If you were God,
you could have saved yourself first and come down
from the cross." However, Jesus Christ did not save
Himself; He chose to fully submit to the will of God
the Father by offering Himself to redeem us unworthy
sinners, being buried, and resurrecting three days later
to overcome the power of death. However, there were
many so-called disciples who followed Jesus Christ at
that time who saw the crucified Jesus and left Him;
because they were ashamed of Christ, because they
thought that Jesus was not the great hero they were
expecting who would lead them to overthrow the
Roman rule, because Jesus could not save Himself.

Even now, many times we may be ashamed of
Christ. When we ask the Lord Jesus Christ for help in
a difficult situation, but the Lord does not answer and
help us to accomplish this, then we are ashamed of
Christ and even stop believing in Him and following
Him. In fact, this shows that we are just like those
who saw Jesus on the cross and left Him, not
recognizing the power of the Lord's resurrection, not
recognizing the Lord's authority, but only
worshipping according to our own selfish desires and
worshipping the Lord Jesus that we have imagined in
our own hearts, that this Lord Jesus should have heard
my prayers and helped me, which is actually idolatry.

Secondly, when we see Christians persecuted for
their faith, we are often ashamed of Christ as well.
Why? This is because we are afraid to suffer,
especially because of our faith. A voice in our hearts
may mutter, "Why suffer? Is it really worth suffering
so much for the sake of faith in Jesus? Just as Peter
denied the Lord three times when he saw Jesus
arrested, we also have fear in our hearts. But when
Peter saw the risen Lord, and saw that the Lord has
the power of resurrection and has overcome the
power of darkness and death, he was never ashamed
of Christ until the time of his crucifixion.

Only when we truly know Christ and the power of
His resurrection can we be proud of Christ instead of
being ashamed of Him! May the Lord help us!
