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Suffering Should Not Kill Your Love

“Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?
Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or
famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword?”

(Romans 8:35)

Our text this Fall season comes from Paul’s second
letter to Timothy. It is quite a heavy topic since Paul
begins with the topic of suffering. I trust that the team
of elders and ministers will preach well on it this
Sunday. However, we often find it hard as a society to
suffer well. As a matter of fact, we often avoid
suffering altogether. Even among Christians, we find
ourselves often reluctant to suffer or stand alongside
those who are suffering.

On the other hand, I remember having a missionary
friend teach the church Sunday school class during a
mission month. He told the class that he often heard
friends saying that they wished there would be more
suffering and persecution against Christians in
America. Maybe it will grow our faith. He told us
strongly to not ever wish suffering on ourselves, our
family, or our community. The believers in other
countries never take pride in their own suffering. So,
I don’t think we have to make or manufacture
suffering for ourselves, but simply we have to accept
and endure the suffering that we already have.

Being able to prioritize both work, school, and
church meetings and fellowships at the same time can
be difficult. But we should not avoid the difficulty
easily. Caring for our brothers and sisters who suffer
with illness (physically or mentally) or other issues
can be difficult. But we should not avoid their
difficulties easily. We need to suffer for the sake of
prioritizing Christ and sharing his love to those who
are needy around us.

In Romans 8:35 Paul boldly says that neither
tribulation, distress, persecution, famine, nakedness,
danger, nor sword can separate him from the love of
Christ. But he said this while he is experiencing most
of these suffering in order to love God and other
people. The love of Christ is so strong for him that it
enables him to suffer all of those things for the sake
of Christ. Today, we believe that neither loneliness,
depression, difficulty at work, school, or other
modern-day hardships can separate us from the love
of Christ. Have we experienced the power of the love
of Christ?
