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Church Vision (III) Mason Church

“By faith Abraham obeyed when he was
called to go out to a place that he was to receive
as an inheritance. And he went out, not knowing
where he was going.” (Hebrews 11:8)

The word “Mei-Sheng” is the phonetic
translation of the English word "Mason". When
“Mason” is translated to Chinese “Mei-Sheng”, it
carries a unique charm which means “beauty”
and “holiness”.

In the mid to late 1990's, the number of
Chinese settling in the Greater Cincinnati area
increased, especially in the areas closer to the
north. At that time, the Mason area was not as
prosperous as it is now; rather, it was desolate.
However, the leaders of the CCC had already
observed the increasing number of Chinese
settlers in the north. From that time on, the
church prayed continuously for a vision - church
planting.

Blue Ash, West Chester, and Mason were
among the areas considered in the earliest plans
of church planting, and at the end of 1998, CCC
finalized its vision for planting a church in West
Chester-Mason area (see 1998 EM meeting
minutes-Our Vision). Three brothers jointly
submitted this vision, which was divided into
three parts, namely (1) using evangelistic
outreach as a foundation, (2) believer building,
and (3) church planting.

From then on, brothers and sisters in the
church began to seek together and pray
unceasingly for this vision given by God. The
earliest Canaan Fellowship and some brothers
and sisters living in the north began to meet in
the Mason area. After several rounds, by April
2003, there were nearly 120 brothers and sisters
meeting together. That year, they met at DUMC
(Deerfield United Methodist Church). In the
same year, CCC proposed in a co-worker
meeting to purchase 6.6 acres of lot at the corner
of Reading Road and Snider Road. This lot was
the predecessor of Mason Church.

As time passes by in a flash, November 2007
was a time of celebration as the Mason Church
rose from the ground. Looking back, it had been
nine years since the vision of church planting in
the West Chester-Mason area was finalized.
God's promises never fail! Mason Church is not
only just a building but also a testimony to God's
leadership of CCC.
