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Approved Workmen Are Not Ashamed

"Do your best to present yourself to God as one
approved, a worker who has no need to be ashamed,
rightly handling the word of truth. (2 Tim. 2:15
ESV)"

In the past, whenever the end of the year was
approaching, the church would organize brothers
and sisters to order New Year's calendars and
notebooks, and one of the notebooks that I liked very
much was written with the words, "Approved
Workmen Are Not Ashamed," with monthly plans,
weekly plans, and daily plans. I was thinking about
how I could live a life to not be ashamed of God and
please Him every day. When I read this passage
again today, I have more insights about how to be a
worker who has no need to be ashamed.

First of all, God's workers serve God. The worker
should not have his own will in his heart, but only
God's will. If the worker always mixes with his own
will, or even mistakes his own will for God's will, he
harms not only himself but also others.

Secondly, God's workers should rightly handle
the word of truth, that is, to explain God's words
correctly. Earlier, I said that God's workers should
not do their own will, but God's will. Then where is
God's will? How can we understand God's will?
God's will is in the Bible, in God's words. Therefore,
the workers of God should correctly explain the
word of God. The so-called workers are those who
do the work of giving the portion of food according
to the proper time.

Thirdly, how to rightly handle the word of God?
The word of God is the word of truth. 1) The correct
analysis of the word of God cannot be separated
from Jesus Christ. Because Jesus Christ is the way,
the truth, and the life, the Bible should be Christ-
centered, either prefiguring Christ or revealing
Christ. When handling God’s words, if we deviate
from Christ, it is impossible to accurately handle
God's words. 2) Accurately handling God's words
requires interpreting the Scriptures with the
Scriptures because God will reveal to us in many
portions and in many ways, and God's words are
never contradictory. 3) Accurately handling God's
words requires the workers to have a humble heart, a
quiet heart, and to seek and wait for the Holy Spirit's
guidance because "When the Spirit of truth
comes, he will guide you into all the truth (John
16:13)"

Pray that God will use us to do more of God's
work, and to seek the illumination of the Holy Spirit
with a humble heart to spread the truth of God!
