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Preach the Word

"Preach the word; be ready in season and out of
season; reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with complete
patience and teaching. (2 Tim. 4:2) "

In this age of information overflow, evangelism
has become increasingly challenging. We live in a
diverse and complex society, which requires us to
be more attentive, patient and ready to share the
gospel wherever and whenever we can. As Paul
said, "Preach the word, whether you have the time

or not".

First, it is important to understand the difficulties
of evangelizing in a post-modern society. Many
people today believe that there is no absolute truth
and are skeptical of religion and faith. We may
encounter misunderstanding, ridicule or even
rejection when we evangelize. Although generations
change, human nature does not change, and neither
does God's salvation. Therefore, we, evangelists
and proclaimers of the Good News, should rely on
God to persevere in our mission with all patient
endurance.

Secondly, while holding on to the truth, we
should emphasize relationships. In a post-modern
society, it is important to hold on to the truth, but
also vital to focus on relationships with others.
While postmodern people enjoy the conveniences
of high technology, they are lonelier and more in
need of love. We can build relationships with
people through humility, tolerance and love, so that
the love of Christ can touch every lonely and lost
soul. With love and patience, we must teach people
the truth and share the love of Christ.

Finally, use postmodern cultural contexts. When
evangelizing, using the language and symbols of
postmodern culture helps make the gospel easier to
be understood and accepted. Connecting elements
of contemporary culture makes the gospel more
relatable and engaging. While the gospel is cross-
generational, and sinners in every generation need
the gospel and the salvation of Christ, it is important
to preach it in words that are understood and heard
by contemporary people. In other words, evangelism
today requires a very down-to-earth approach to
people.

As we fulfill the great commission of evangelism
in this challenging generation, may we encourage
and support each other. Let us always pray to the
Lord, asking Him to give us wisdom and strength to
work with Him to expand the Kingdom of God. May
every ambassador of Christ say, "Woe to me if I do
not preach the gospel! (1 Cor. 9:16b)"
