“So when God desired to show more
convincingly to the heirs of the promise the
unchangeable character of his purpose, he guaranteed
it with an oath,.” (Hebrews 6:17 ESV)

Every Christian understands a fundamental truth:

For CCC, God also has
an unchanging purpose. As we reflect on God's
guidance for over the past 50 years for CCC, a clear
vision stands before our eyes - to proclaim His
gospel. Whether to those who speak Chinese, the
English-speaking second-generation, or other friends
in the Greater Cincinnati area, spreading the Gospel
to them is the unwavering vision of this church.

Whenever the vision of the church is mentioned,
many people mistakenly think it is about "merging
two congregations" or "planting a church in the
south". Yes, these are potential actions for the future.
However, if brothers and sisters do not grasp the
mission God has given each of them for the gospel,
these operational plans are in vain. The reason is
simple: without a gospel mission among brothers

and sisters, even with a “merge”, or a strategically
located Mason Church, CCC would gradually age
and decline. Despite numerous Chinese families
near the Mason area, very few actually become part
of the church. When we witness these people
heading towards the lake of fire and sulfur, shouldn’t
we rise up to proclaim the gospel, saving souls in
His name? Similarly, without the mission of gospel,
even if the church has a beautiful sanctuary in the
south, it is futile. Think about how many centuries-
old churches in Europe are magnificent and grand,
yet when the Christians in the church lack the
gospel mission, these buildings become nothing
more than tourist attractions.

In just a few hours, the bells will be ringing in

the New Year. Next year, our church will embark
on a journey together, studying the book of Genesis.
As we reflect on God's initial creation, the fall of
our ancestors, and the redemption offered by God,
perhaps we should also collectively ponder how
God has led CCC over the past 50 years. Is the
original vision for establishing the church still
intact? Do you remember our initial gospel mission?
Can you still envision the goal of establishing an
English ministry to bring the gospel to all nations?
God's will remains unchanged. May He grant
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repentant hearts, leading us out of our “comfort zone”

As the New Year’s bells ring, let us renew our
covenant with God to “Hold Firm to God’s Promises.
