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In the Presence of My Enemies

"You prepare a table for me in the presence of my
enemies. You anoint my head with oil, and my cup
overflows." (Psalm 23:5)

Martin and Gracia Burnham had been
missionaries with New Tribes Missions for 17 years.
Martin was a pilot who helped transport those injured
and supplies in the jungle, and they have two sons
and a daughter. In May 2001, while they were
celebrating their 18th wedding anniversary in the
affluent Dos Palmas Resort, of southern Philippines,
members of Abu Sayyaf (Islamic State — East Asia
Province) raided the hotel and took 20 hostages,
including them. Along with nearly a hundred other
captives, they were kept concentrated in the forest,
living a very horrible life. They saw many hostages
beheaded, and they could be killed at any time. The
government sent troops to rescue them several times,
but all failed. The terrorists publicly declared to the
family of the Burnham that they had to pay one
million dollars for their release. Their relatives
collected $330,000 and asked someone to send it to
them, but the extremists refused to let them go. On
July 6, 2002, after a year of kidnapping, during a
rescue operation by Philippines’ government forces,
Martin and a male nurse were shot dead. Gracia was
shot and wounded in the right leg, but she and the
rest of the hostages were rescued.

After Gracia returned to the United States, she did
not lose her faith. Instead, she thanked God for His
protection, allowing the three children to live in their
grandparents’ house in Kansas during those painful
days. At the same time, with the help of the mission
organization and relatives and friends, she got a
house near her family. After a period of rest, Gracia
continued to work as an outreach spokeswoman for
the New Tribes Missions, sharing her story with
others around the world, and she has published two
best-selling books, In the Face of My Enemy and
Flying Again.

No one can control the circumstances of life, nor
can they all be reasonably explained, because we live
in a cursed and twisted world, and the end for everyone
is death. But those who believe in the Lord have
eternal life; it does not only mean living forever in the
future. It means that we can live in God's eternal plan,
with His wisdom and strength to face the enemy and
all trials. Trip and get up again; fall down and take off
again. The purpose of life is not to live, but to enjoy
God's presence.
