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The Devoted Things

" I will be with you no more, unless you destroy
the devoted things from among you. (Joshua 7:12b)
In Joshua 7, there are seven references to "the

devoted things". The term "the devoted things"
refers to "things to be consecrated, fully
consecrated", which refers specifically to things
that must be consecrated to God. By stealing
something that should be fully consecrated to God,
Achan had sinned against God and acted
treacherously in such things.

Why was God angry enough with all Israelites to
make them lose the battle of Ai? This was because
Achan alone had sinned against God, breaking the
covenant that God had commanded them, and
causing a breach in the testimony of God's holy
national community. How is the hiding of “the
devoted things” connected with the breaking of the
covenant? The sins committed by man can be
broadly classified into two categories, "ungodliness
and unrighteousness (Rom. 1:18)". Ungodliness is
sin in the relationship with God, and
unrighteousness is sin in the relationship between
men. Achan's sin was ungodliness, for Achan broke
his trust in God, and was a great blasphemy against
the nature of the covenant God. In order to restore
the relationship with God, the covenant-breaker had
to be removed.

In the OT, Achan coveted fine clothes and gold
and silver; in the NT, Ananias kept back part of the
money of the sold field for himself (Acts 5). Both
of them had committed ungodly sin in the "the
devoted things", and fell short of the glory of God,
and were separated from their relationship with
God.

When examining ourselves before God, we often
reveal that we neglect God's word and break His
covenant. In particular, we often claim to give
ourselves completely to God (Romans 12:1), but
constantly plan for ourselves, sinning against God
and stealing His glory. Therefore, we, too, are like
Achan and Ananias who should be cut off and
burned. Thank God for His mercy and grace in
Christ! God revealed His glory by pouring out His
"wrath™ on His only Son, Jesus Christ, so that we,
who should have perished, might be saved.

How shall we live? We should confess our sins
so that the righteousness of God may be revealed,
and we should thank God for His mercy and the
salvation of Jesus Christ! Give ourselves fully to
God, whether in time, finances, or gifts, and be
used by God as a man after God's own heart!
