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Watch and Pray (Part 1)

"Watch and pray that you may not enter into
temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh
is weak." (Matthew 26:41)

Two centuries ago, Andrew Murray, a missionary
in South Africa, wrote: "Prayer is the most sacred and
profound work of man." Indeed, prayer lets people
have fellowship with the Holy One who is invisible to
our eyes; prayer lets people experience the power of
eternal life. Prayer is the essence of a Christian’s
faith, and prayer is the secret to having an abundant
life and power.

When the Lord Jesus was in the Garden of
Gethsemane, he specially asked His disciples to pray
S0 as to not be deceived. After a day of hard work and
preparation for the Passover meal, the disciples must
have been very tired at this time. Falling asleep at
night could be considered "human nature." Then why
did the Lord Jesus ask the disciples to pray here
instead of letting them sleep? Isn’t this difficult for
them? Shouldn't the disciples have been able to rest?

In Old Testament times, every night, a priest would
hold a horn and stand on Mount Zion. They kept
watch according to their shifts until dawn. For them,
the darkest hour was the hour before dawn, which
was also the moment when everyone else was already
asleep. However, the priests had to be extra vigilant at
this time. They had to face the east, wait for dawn to
appear, and then loudly blow the horns in their hands.
This trumpet announced the dawn, and called God's
people to enter His temple and begin the morning
sacrifice.

Keeping watch in the dark and calling God's
children to the worship of God is the work of today’s
church. No matter the times, the church should be the
watchman; every Christian should be the watchman
of their generation. Maybe you are asking anxiously,
“How long will the night last?”” However, your eyes
should instead be full of joy and hope! It is because
you know that He is coming again!

A true watchman, when he is experiencing
darkness, fatigue, cold, and pain, does not see the
environment around him, nor the endless darkness;
his eyes are always fixed on the east because that's
where the light is going to come. Our Savior Jesus
Christ—He is the true light and He will come again!
Christians, when you are amidst the darkness:
become watchmen, do not enter into temptation, and
always watch and pray.
