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Revival Must Begin with Prayers

"O LORD, I have heard the report of you, and your
work, O LORD, do | fear. In the midst of the  years
revive it; in the midst of the years make it known; in
wrath remember mercy.” (Habakkuk 3:2)

“| stole money from the church and I could not sleep
until I publicly confess ed and paid for what 1 ha d
stolen.”, a church elder publicly confessed. After his
confession, many people confessed their sins, wept
bitterly, prayed aloud, and repented before God. In the
following gatherings, another elder confessed that he
had committed adultery, and someone else confessed
that he tried to poison his wife three times.

This event happened in Shenyang in the northeast of
China at the beginning of the last century. Some people
call this period the "Northeast Revival". People often
ask their pastor: "What is revival?" Actually, "revival”
is a word that is difficult to d efine. The Bible does not
give a clear definition of "revival." However, we can
clearly see from the Bible that God loves to restore His
people. In every revival, people ¢ ame forward and
confessed that they were not doing God's will. As a
result, more peop le became aware of  their sins,
repented and turned to God. Then God's restoration
came to His people.

The evangelist Siong Ceh Sung said: "Persistence
in prayer is the prelude to the revival of the church, and
confession, repentance, and pursuit of holiness are the
inevitable results of the great revival." In other words,
revival is the work of God. Without prayer, there is no
revival. At the same time, an inevitable phenomenon
brought about by revival is that Christians  recognize
their sins and become willing to repent before God and
people.

The recent revival of Asbury University has attracted a
lot of media coverage. Many people even think of the
Great Awakening in the United States. There is no doubt
that God is building up His workers for a new age.
Because of God's revival, many schools, institutions,
and churches have also started various prayer meetings.

Brothers and sisters in CCC, we need to repent before
God because prayer meetings are often the most
abandoned gatherings. Prayer is not only a ritual, but a
necessity in a person's spiritual life, just as the physical
life needs breathing.
