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Watch and Pray (Part 2)

“But if the watchman sees the sword coming and does
not blow the trumpet, so that the people are not warned,
and the sword comes and takes any one of them, that
person is taken away in his iniquity, but his blood I will
require at the watchman’s hand.” (Ezekiel 33:6)

In Old Testament times, whenever the Israelites
prepared for war, people, called watchmen, were
stationed to keep watch from the high ground. Though
seemingly similar, these watchmen differed from the
priests on Mount Zion who waited for daybreak each
day. These priests knew the sun would surely rise each
morning, while the watchmen never knew when their
enemies would come, so they kept watch vigilantly, both
day and night.

Today, many Christians are not aware that they are
called to be watchmen in this current spiritual war, and
thus forget the call to be alert and to pray without
ceasing. Instead, Christians should follow Jesus’
example; when we encounter people ensnared by sin, we
should urge them, “The Kingdom of God is near! You
must repent!”” All have sinned and are dead in their
transgressions, however we must remember the words
God spoke to us through Ezekiel: “his blood I will
require at the watchman’s hand.” Woe to you who do
not share the Gospel and warn others!

Furthermore, in every spiritual battle, Christians must
unify in prayer. For example, when Joshua led the fight
against the Amalekites, Moses raised his hands to pray
for them. When his arms became heavy, Aaron and Hur
supported him by holding up his arms. As a result,
“whenever Moses held up his hand, Israel prevailed”
(Exodus 17:11).

Within Christian churches today, we can easily find
professional worship teams, famous speakers, and
enthusiastic coworkers. These, along with Bible
teachings and various types of service, are valued
highly by Christians. Though these are all good, the
part that is often neglected is the prayer meeting;
Christians devote so much of their time to planning
and organizing for different ministries, that they leave
little time to kneel down and pray. As such, they leave
themselves vulnerable to Satan’s schemes. In
contrast, today’s Christians should repent because we
have forgotten to pray and have fooled ourselves into
thinking we are rich. Yet, the Lord has told us: “you
are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind, and naked.” For
without prayer, you have nothing.
