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God is Our Inheritance

" But to the tribe of Levi, Moses gave no
inheritance; the LORD God of Israel is their
inheritance.” (Joshua 13:33a)

| often see such a scene: parents having passed
away; a large group of children fighting for the
inheritance; and the unfair distribution of the
inheritance causing a previously harmonious family to
turn against each other. With such situations, | can't
help but sigh; it is in the face of personal gain that one
reveals his true colors.

However, when the Israelites divided the land
according to God's command in Joshua 13, there was
no embarrassing scene like the one mentioned above
because all the tribes of Israel were devoted to
obeying God and were satisfied with the land God
had given them. The Levites, in particular, did not
receive any land at all, but their inheritance was a fire
offering to the LORD God of Israel; to be precise, the
LORD God of Israel was their inheritance. The
Levites served God in the temple, and God provided
abundantly for their daily needs.

The lives of the Levites foreshadowed our lives
today as the people of God. We can all come directly
to God and offer a fragrant sacrifice through Jesus
Christ; we can all serve God in our daily work,
family, and church life. God then provides for our
daily needs, not only materially, but also spiritually.
For "man does not live by bread alone, but by every
word that proceeds from the mouth of God. (Mt 4:4)."

Solomon lamented that wealth is also vanity, for
what he has worked hard to accumulate, he leaves to
those who have not labored (Eccl. 2:21). There are no
pockets on the shroud; regarding wealth, we brought
nothing into this life and we will take nothing with us
into death. It is evident that earthly riches should not
be our eternal possessions, but our eyes should be
fixed on the riches of heaven - Jesus Christ and the
kingdom of God. Only when we know Jesus Christ as
our greatest treasure, as Paul did, and cast all things
away as dirt, can we say, as David did, "God is the
portion of my cup” (Psalm 16:5).

We thank God for giving us the Holy Spirit as a
proof of our inheritance, giving us a first taste of
heavenly grace and giving us the assurance that we
will receive the inheritance reserved for us in heaven,
"as we look not to the things that are seen but to the
things that are unseen. For the things that are seen are
transient, but the things that are unseen are eternal” (2
Cor. 4:18)!
