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Church Cleaning Habit

“However, they did not drive out the Canaanites
who lived in Gezer, so the Canaanites have lived
in the midst of Ephraim to this day but have been
made to do forced labor” Joshua 16:10.

The story of Joshua reaches its climax in
chapter ten, where God made the sun stand still.
God promised Abraham and his descendants that
they would live in the Promised Land (Genesis
13:14-15), and in Joshua, we see God keeping his
promises.

Beginning from chapter thirteen onwards,
however, the mood of the story becomes a little
grimmer chapter by chapter. It is the little
reminder in each chapter that some of the
Israelites, for whatever reason, did not want to
drive the pagan-worshipping Canaanites out of the
land. This reality of the pagan-worshipping
Canaanites living among them will grow into a
dangerous cancer-like presence that eats away at
the Israelites’ devotion to God. In the following
history of Israel such as the books of Judges,
Samuel, Kings, Chronicles, and the Prophets, we
see that the Israelites’ carelessness poisoned their
hearts, turning them toward sin and away from
God.

Just this past Saturday, both Mason and
Compton churches just did spring cleaning
together. | am encouraged to see the familiar
faces joining hands together to clean up all the
dirt and nasty grime in our church buildings. But
I hope we all see a reflection of our need for
spiritual habit and discipline as a church. Just as
God tells Joshua in 13:1, “there remains yet very
much land to possess.” It may be that the Holy
Spirit, through the book of Joshua, reminds us
that there is still very much dirt and grime to be
removed from our hearts. It’s true that we cannot
remove the dirt and grime of sin from our hearts
ourselves, but only through the blood of Jesus
Christ. But we are called to identify it, confess it
to one another, and pray about it, so that we can
witness the power of Jesus cleansing our heart.
Therefore, let the Book of Joshua and the story
of the Israelites remind us of the need to keep
ourselves holy by confessing our sins to God and
praying close to Him daily.
