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The Tent of Meeting

“Then the whole congregation of the people of
Israel assembled at Shiloh and set up the tent of
meeting there. The land lay subdued before then?’
(Joshua 18:1).

This passage is such a small detail that can
easilybe missed by most readers. The Bible uses
the literary method of bracketing, which can be
seen here in Joshua 18:1 and Joshua 19:51. The
author brackets the distribution of the land to the
seven remaining tribes by highlighting the
importance of the place where they conducted
the activity, which is the Tent of Meeting. The
Tent of Meeting is an important place throughout
the history of God’s people. In later history, God
replaced the tent with temples, which also
signify God’s presence among His people.

Just like it is easy for us to see the bracketing
of the Tent of Meeting in Joshua 18-19 as a
formality, today, it is tempting for Christians to
see the tent of meeting, our church meetings, as
a formality. When I grew up, the highlight of my
Sunday was not singing worship songs, not the
sermon, not even seeing my church friends and
hanging out with them. The highlight of my
Sunday was the Chang Fén (#543) or the
Noodles sold by the street vendors in front of my
church. Even today, it is tempting for me to see
church ministry as a business task to get done or
perform well without honoring God’s presence
among us, praying and discerning his will and
direction. Just like if there were Israelites who
focused too much on inheritance instead of
honoring God’s presence in the Tent of Meeting.

However, God continues to challenge me to
honor his presence in all aspects of church
ministry. The Israelites will lose their inheritance
in captivity, yet they find their joy and identity in
the presence of God through Jesus Christ. I will
make many failures in ministry, but | will be
crushed if I don’t see God’s presence in my life to
strengthen me and help me to be faithful. Without
recognizing and honoring God ’s presence in ou r
church fellowship, we are denying our identity as
God’s people.
