Be Very Careful

"Be very careful, therefore, to love the
LORD your God. " (Joshua 23:11)

Some people have interviewed those who are
about to leave this world and asked them about
their last words and regrets. The top five are: 1)
not doing what they wanted to do; 2) not
fulfilling their dreams; 3) doing things against
their conscience; 4) being swayed by emotions
throughout their lives; 5) not trying their best to
help others. Among them, 1), 2) and 4) seem to
be self-centered, while 3) and 5) are related to
human conscience.

Let's look at what the last regrets of the
characters in the Bible are. Although it is not
directly written in the Bible, we can also roughly
infer from the context: 1) Adam and Eve may
regret eating the forbidden fruit in the Garden of
Eden, which led to their expulsion from the
Garden of Eden and the loss of the opportunity to
communicate directly with God; 2) King Saul
may regret not fully obeying God's will, which
led to his loss of the throne; 3) Although King
Solomon was the richest and wisest king in the
history of Israel, he may regret turning away
from God in his later years and worshiping
foreign idols; 4) The rich man in the story of the
rich man and Lazarus may regret not following
God's law and not getting close to God during his
lifetime, leading to suffering in Hades after
death, and the rich man regrets not warning his
brothers even more.

The common point in the regrets of the above
biblical characters is that they all regretted not
following God's way, which led to the
destruction of their relationship with God. It can
also be seen that people still care most about
themselves, not their relationship with God,
because the 24th regret of the world is “lack of
faith.”

Joshua 23:11 tells us that we must be very
careful to love God, that is, to be careful to
follow God's way, not to deviate to the left or to
the right, otherwise the righteous God will judge
us. However, we can't do it by ourselves, only
with the help of the Holy Spirit given by the
Lord Jesus Christ, can we do it. As the Bible
says, 'And I will put my Spirit within you, and
cause you to walk in my statutes and be careful
to obey my rules. (Ezekiel 36:27 ESV)
