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Watch and Pray (Part 6)

“Who then is the one who condemns? No one.
Christ Jesus who died—more than that, who was
raised to life—is at the right hand of God and is
also interceding for us.” (Romans 8:34)

In the Bible, we have seen many watchmen. In
those days, the word of the Lord was rare, “the
lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel
was lying down in his own place.” (1 Sam. 3:3).
In the days of King Ahab, God “left seven
thousand in Israel, all the knees that had not
bowed down to Baal, and every mouth that had
not kissed him. Even during the years when the
Israelites were destroyed and taken into captivity
by the Gentiles, God still chose Ezekiel to be the
"watchman of the house of Israel.”

The watchmen often felt lonely and helpless.
Some felt that " the spirit is willing but the body
is weak" as they watched and prayed. In fact, this
is the very opportunity to learn to trust in the
Lord. As watchmen, our hope is not in ourselves,
but in Christ, "the Son of God, the great High
Priest, who has already entered heaven" (Heb.
4:14-16), as the Helper of the believers in their
time of need. Christ is at the right hand of the
Father and " makes intercession for us. (Romans
8:34)" The Lord Jesus is our ultimate Watchman.

When we mention the subject of "watch and
pray," please keep in mind that we are praying in
the name of Jesus; the One we are asking is the
slain Lamb and the risen Savior.
