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Prayer for Leaders and Governments

“First of all, then, I urge that supplications,
prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made
for all people, for kings and all who are in high
positions, that we may lead a peaceful and quiet life,
godly and dignified in every way.”

(1 Timothy 2:1-2)

In chapter two of Paul’s first letter to Timothy,
Paul urges everyone to pray “for all people, for
kings and all who are in high positions.” Why does
he urge Christians to pray for everyone? In verse
two, Paul explains “that we may lead a peaceful and
quiet life, godly and dignified in every way.” So it
seems that we can conclude that Paul wants us to
live a peaceful, quiet, godly and dignified life, and
the way to live that kind of life is to pray for
everyone, including governments and leaders,
people in places of power. The easiest way to apply
this passage to our lives is to pray directly for our
leaders. However, | think there is a way to
understand the command of this passage in a more
comprehensive way.

I do not think Paul wants us to treat praying for

leaders and governments as just another addition to
our prayer list. I also do not think Paul is urging us
to support a particular political party through our
prayers.
If we try to understand the context of Paul’s
command to pray in chapter two, it’s actually quite
specific. First, in chapter one, Paul wants Timothy
to charge those teachers who want to hijack the
platform of teachings of the Gospel to be about
“myths and endless genealogies” or about
something that has nothing to do with the Gospel.
And in 1 Timothy 2:3-7 Paul reminds Timothy that
the purpose of praying for leaders and governments
is for the Gospel to thrive in all places, because God
desires everyone to come to “the knowledge of the
truth”.

So, instead of praying for certain political
movements and/or agendas, we should ask
ourselves: “How can we pray that the leaders and
policy makers will work in such a way that the
Gospel may be peacefully shared in our community
and in our city? How can we as Christian contribute
the evangelism in this city?” And pray that God will
shape our hearts through prayer so that we can do
God’s work of sharing the love of Jesus in our
community and the city.
