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Timothy Keller and John MacArthur

“Stand at the crossroads and look; ask for the
ancient paths, ask where the good way is, and walk
in it.” (Jeremiah 6:16 )

In June, colorful LBGTQ flags were everywhere
on North American college campuses. Racism is
rampant in America today. As the church in the 21st
century, how should the children of God respond to
these social issues?

On May 19, 2023, Timothy Keller (hereon
known as Keller), the former senior pastor of New
York Redeemer Presbyterian Church, went to be
with the Lord. With Keller’s passing, there has been
much discussion in the church about the "Keller
model" of evangelism. There is no doubt that Keller
was a worker, greatly used by God. No matter where
he went, sin and grace were inseparable themes in
his preaching. But at the same time, Keller has often
been challenged, especially in his later years. Many
see his teachings as a compromise with the world
and accuse him of overemphasizing the connection
between the church and the world.

Thus, another model of preaching, the John
MacArthur (hereon known as MacArthur) model, is
often compared to the Keller model. Basically, the
Keller model avoids judgmental words and tries to
have a dialogue with secular culture, while the
MacArthur model emphasizes more on criticizing
secular culture and proclaiming God's judgment.
Although both belong to Calvinism, they take
Calvin's theology in different directions.

When the second and third generations of Neo-
Calvinism addressed the issue of "God's creation,"
they believed that human culture is the potential
contained in God's original creation, but that sin has
caused culture to go in the wrong direction.
Therefore, the public theology of the Keller model
focuses on the cultural mission of Christians and
renews culture with the gospel.

There is no doubt that the gospel of God's grace
can renew culture, and Christians also have a
cultural mission. But Neo-Calvinism ignores God's
judgment. God's judgment can destroy nature
(including culture). The cultural mission given to
Christians by God is not for culture itself, but for
establishing the body of Christ, the Church. The
Church is the bride of Christ. When the focus of
Christians shifts from the Church to society, from
establishing the saints to culture, it will inevitably
lead to a deviation in the mission of the gospel.
Therefore, Christians must stay awake!
