Scammers targeting
Chinese people have fled to places like Myanmar,
Cambodia, Thailand, and beyond. The tricks of these
swindlers are constantly improving, and they have
even started using Al to upgrade their schemes. I
despise these scammers as they have caused countless
families to be torn apart. Recently, | came across
interviews with a few individuals escaping from scam
gangs, and | learned that many of these scammers were
victims themselves. Some were deceived by friends to
go to Myanmar, while others by relatives. Some were
cheated to Myanmar when collecting debts, and others
were swindled by business people they met on planes
who promised them business opportunities in
Thailand, during the pandemic when their domestic
businesses suffered. Eventually, they were all sold to
scam gangs and forced to scam Chinese people
worldwide. If they fail to complete their daily
missions, beatings and hunger await them, living in a
life of darkness and despair. Only a few lucky ones
managed to escape the scam gangs, while many others
silently disappeared, buried in unmarked graves.

The hearts of these scammers are truly wicked,
shamelessly earning ill-gotten gains. As for those
victims who are forced to participate in the scams, we
sympathize with their plight, but we also hold them
accountable, as they might have been driven by greed
and naivety initially. In the end, they fall into the scams
and lose their money and lives; their hearts are not
right, often falling into temptation because they are
greedy for sex and money.

Our natural hearts are corrupt and greedy, making
us vulnerable to criminals. Thanks be to God for His
salvation through Jesus Christ! He rescues us from
darkness and brings us into the light. Through the
power of Christ's precious blood, we can become
children of light instead of children of darkness. We
can confess our sins before God and boldly approach
His throne of grace, unafraid, through Christ's blood.
