Keller and MacArthur (2)

“See to it that no one takes you captive by
philosophy and empty deceit, according to human
tradition, according to the elemental spirits of the
world, and not according to Christ.” (Colossians 2:8)

In the previous short article, the author mentioned
two different models of preaching, namely, the Keller
model, which avoids judgmental words and tries to
open up a dialogue with the secular culture, and the
MacArthur model, which puts more emphasis on
criticizing the secular culture as well as proclaiming
God's judgment. For the majority of evangelical
church, the difference between these two routes will
inevitably lead to a difference in the church's mode of
evangelism as well as its philosophy. In this way, the
church is also compelled to explore these two routes
from a deeper theological foundation.

In fact, the biggest difference between Keller's
model and MacArthur's model is the response to
secular philosophy. Keller's model of public theology
favors eclecticism. The basic idea is that Christian
theological thought can be selectively compatible
with the philosophical thought of unbelievers. This is
because eclecticism recognizes that secular
philosophies also contain universal revelation. On the
one hand, eclectic Calvinists recognize that Christian
faith and modern philosophy are fundamentally
opposed and cannot be reconciled; on the other hand,
they also recognize that there are some areas of
compatibility between Christian faith and modern
philosophy, and even show a certain degree of
acceptance of these areas.

Christians need to be clear that the Bible we know
well and the incarnation of Christ are special
revelations from God. God wants us to find truth in
His revelations, not in the pagan philosophies that
Christians are drawn to. It is the Christian's job to be
alert to obviously pagan philosophies, not to dig for
the occasional glimmer of light in these errors. Do
not forget that the enemy is the father of lies. His
work is to oppose Christ and to confuse the nations.
The work of the Christian should be to resist the
teaching of heresy, not to find light in it.

The theological view of eclecticism has shaped an
open mindset for the preaching route of the Keller
model. On the surface, it seems to be more humble
and tolerant, avoiding the toughness of "the truth is in
my hands". However, this kind of evangelism will
also inevitably lead to the secularization of the
church, and may open the door to liberal theology.
Christians, are you aware of this danger?
