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God’s Curse and Grace for Cain

“In the course of time Cain brought to the
LORD an offering of the fruit of the ground, and
Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and
of their fat portions. And the LORD had regard
for Abel and his offering, but for Cain and his
offering he had no regard. So Cain was very
angry, and his face fell.” Genesis 4:3-5

This week’s Scripture text comes from the
episode after humans fell into sin. We could only
wish that there would be a more positive story.
However, the reality of the human heart is worse
than our optimistic expectation. Just like new
parents who discover for the first time how
stubborn their children are. Children are prone to
be disobedient and they are prone to hurt
themselves because of it.

The story of Cain and Abel is no different. It
goes even deeper than the story of Adam and Eve.
If in chapter three the fall of Adam and Eve
shows how sin destroys the relationship between
God and humans by their disobedience to God’s
command, in chapter four the fall of Cain shows
how sin destroys the relationship between family.
Everyone knows there’s no perfect family. Sin
has corrupted all the nooks and crannies of
human life, friendships and families.

We all agree that the tension of the story is in
Cain’s sinful heart. However, not all Christians
agree on the resolution. If you studied this text
before, you may hear speculations about the
reason God had no regard for Cain is that he
brought fruit from the ground instead of animal
sacrifice. Maybe Cain just brought “the fruit of
the ground” and not the firstfruit like Abel’s
offering of the firstborn of his animals. Maybe
there are other speculations. However, we have
to note that the Bible doesn’t offer an exact
reason why God shows regard to Abel and not to
Cain. I’'m afraid if we focus on these speculations
more than the main point, we turn this text into a
tutorial to gain God’s favor, which would negate
the importance of Christ!

The main point is not about God’s preference
for animals over vegetables. We have to note the
fact that the most important thing about this text
is God’s mercy and power. Not only did he
discipline Cain by giving him the curse, but he
also provided blessings for Cain to live. God’s
protection for Cain and his descendants allow
them to develop tools to survive and even still
enjoy life! (cf. Gen. 4:20-22) In this episode after
the fall, we learn that God’s grace is more
powerful than the corruption of sin!
