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Our Covenant with God

“And when the LORD smelled the pleasing aroma,
the LORD said in his heart, “I will never again curse
the ground because of man, for the intention of man’s
heart is evil from his youth. Neither will I ever again
strike down every living creature as I have done.
While the earth remains, seedtime and harvest, cold
and heat, summer and winter, day and night, shall not
cease.” (Genesis 8:21-22)

This Lord’s Day Bible text gives us a more hopeful
tone. After God sorrowfully judged the entire creation,
his wrath calmed down as we see how the flood
decreased in the story so far. After that, we see Noah
built an altar in v 20, then the LORD began to make a
promise in vv 20-22. We should see this coming as he
hinted in 6:18 “But I will establish my covenant with
you, and you shall come into the ark, you, your sons,
your wife, and your sons’ wives with you.” This is just
the beginning of the covenant that God made to Noah,
but it is an important episode in the mystery of the
good news of Jesus Christ being slowly revealed.

Understanding the theological concept of covenant
in the Bible is important because this is what unites the
Old and New Testament together. In Jeremiah 31:31—
34, the prophet spoke about the coming day when he
“will make a new covenant,” with his people. In
Hebrews 9:15, the author picks up on this topic and
points to Jesus as “the mediator of a new covenant, so
that those who are called may receive the promised
eternal inheritance.” The space of this column doesn’t
permit us to discuss further, but this is part of the
journey for us understanding the important theological
concept.

Biblical covenant is like a contract, but a solemn
one. It’s not like the contract you have with your
mechanics that they will perform the service
appropriately based on some fees. But it’s even more
than a marriage contract. Sometimes people devalue a
marriage contract by saying that they don’t need a
contract to signify their love, but without a contract
and the vows that should protect a party in the case of
adultery, what else could signify the love when the
feelings are gone? Moreover, the biblical covenant is
not only between believers, but it’s also between
believers and God. God wants our love to be tangible
and not just feeling only that comes and goes.

How do we apply the concept of covenant to our
lives? As believers who are part of the new covenant,
we have the right and duty to love one another when
there’s someone in need. But we also have the right
and duty to care and/or confront one another when we
are tempted by sin. If we hide our sin, it may seem like
we’re keeping the covenant between people. But in
reality, we’re breaking our covenant with God. We
may learn in Noah that God may no longer “strike
down every living creature” because of sin (Gen 8:21).
However, there will be future judgment (1 Pet 4:5).
