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Nothing Is Mine

“Now the full number of those who believed
were of one heart and soul, and no one said that
any of the things that belonged to him was his
own, but they had everything in common.” (Acts
4:32)

This is a familiar passage to brothers and
sisters. The believers in the early church had the
gospel as the center of their lives, and "the apostles
were mighty in power, witnessed the resurrection
of the Lord Jesus, and great grace was upon all
men." It is interesting to note that when we read
this passage in modern times, we are often caught
up in the outward appearance of "all things in
common". Some even say, "This is communism".
However, very few people look deeply into why
the believers at that time chose to live this way.

This account in Acts is in no way communist.
Not only is it not, but there is a fundamental
difference between the two, namely, the distinction
between the divine and the godless. For the
believers at that time, "witnessing the resurrection
of the Lord Jesus" was the center of their lives.
They were not trying to fulfill a wish or some ism.
What they did was for Christ alone, and that is why
"no one said that any of his things was his own".
Please imagine, if the author of the Gospel of Luke
recorded the life of the church today, what would
he have written? Perhaps he would record it this
way (please compare Luke 4:32-35):

"The believers in today's churches are
opinionated and insist that all their possessions are
their own. They are the witnesses of their own
success and talk about the attractions of the world.
They all think of themselves and keep buying
bigger houses or houses in better school districts.
They do not sell their property or houses to give to
the church. Most of the believers in the church
don't even tithe. These people sometimes give a
very small portion of their income, but they see
their portion as a favor to the Church of God. They
want their names to be mentioned and praise to be
given to them as they wish.

Brothers and sisters, is this not a reflection of the
Church in this century? If we compare the church to
a ship and the world to seawater, then we are in
trouble when the seawater comes into the cabin!
When the seawater rushes into the cabin of the ship,
we are in trouble! Please don't blame the sea for
being too rough, but the ship has too many holes
that need to be plugged. Wake up, contemporary
believers! Turn away from the world and return to
the teachings of the Bible!
