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Defend Our Faith

“looking to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our
faith, who “for the joy that was set before him endured
the cross, despising the shame, and is seated at the
right hand of the throne of God.” (Hebrews 12:2)

In 4 Tale of Two Cities, Dickens describes the 19th
century as "the best of times, the worst of times. In the
history of the church, the church faced many
challenges in the 19th century. Schleiermacher, known
as the "father of liberal theology", became pastor and
professor of theology at the University of Halle. In the
United States, the liberal Samuel Webb became
president of Harvard University, marking the
university's shift from traditional theological teaching
to liberalism.

At the same time, God also raised up a group of
preachers in the 19th century to defend the Word of
the Lord. Moody in the United States, Spurgeon in
England, and Hudson Taylor in China all became the
servants of God in that generation. However, it was not
until 1895 that the church in the United States put
forward the Five Fundamental Points of the Bible in
Niagara City to resist liberal theology.

In the late 19th and early 20th centuries, Western
churches began to recognize the dangers of liberal
theology and resisted it. But in China, far away and
influenced by the anti-Christian trend of the 19th
century, the " Anti-Christian Movement" was born.
Negation: opposing faith and advocating scientific
rationality;  Substitution: calling for aesthetic
education instead of Christianity; Selection: choosing
only the parts of the faith that are good for you, and
Dualism: emphasizing the complete separation of faith
and science.

At that time, the churches in China did not realize
the impact of these trends on the churches. Most
churches did not respond positively to social issues,
and as a result, they lost their cultural ground. Today,
the same trends, only in a different form, are still
challenging the church today. What should the church
do in the 21st century?

Gospel! It must be the Gospel! The Church must
answer the questions of society with the pure
Gospel. Christian faith is the transformation of a
person's inner life so that his or her outer life reveals
the glory of God, not just a superficial effort. If faith
is just a cosmetic thing for the believer, it's like a
beautifully dressed Christmas tree. You can put up
all the decorations you like. Unfortunately, these
decorations are not the fruit of the tree's life. True
Christianity is about allowing Christ to change
people's lives. And true believers are not perfunctory
about their faith. For we would rather die than sin
against the Lord, and we would rather die than
distort the word of the Lord!
