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The Increasing Corruption on Earth

“Now the earth was corrupt in God’s sight, and the
earth was filled with violence. And God saw the earth,
and behold, it was corrupt, for all flesh had corrupted
their way on the earth.” Genesis 6:11-12

As we continue to learn from the preaching of
Genesis, we may sometimes be confused because we
are not sure what this story of ancient times has
anything to say about us modern people who live in
2024. The age in which government, civilization, and
technology have greatly improved since the time when
Genesis was written. Our system of justice is better
than it was then, and we don’t have to expect sibling
rivalry and jealousy to turn into a murder case like
Cain and Abel or Lamech. Our technology has
improved to properly treat diseases or prolong human
lives in order to achieve prolonged happiness. Do we
need to talk about the earth being “corrupt in God’s
sight” when everyone seems to be mostly preoccupied
with the hope from technological development?

Consider Finland. It’s been named as the happiest
place in the world for the fourth year in a row, in an
annual report sponsored by the UN. The people are
nice, the crime rate is low, people there have the
freedom to do what they want, etc. They are happy
there. However, the happiest country in the world for
some may be the place with the least compassion for
others. How so?

According to an article on CBS News, “Since
prenatal screening tests were introduced in Iceland in
the early 2000s, the vast majority of women—close to
100 percent—who received a positive test for Down
Syndrome terminated their pregnancy.” Studies show
that people with Down Syndrome actually live a happy
life, if not happier than normal people. Yet, as humans,
we tend to associate our happiness with our own
individual autonomy and emotions to the point that we
are idolizing them more than the happiness of others,
especially people who don’t yet have the capacity to
defend themselves. Isn’t this the same reason why God
was deeply angry with those who killed babies for the
sake of their own happiness in Biblical times? (cf. Jer
19:4-5; 2 Ki 23:10)

I'am not trying to argue against one political party
or decision over another. This is not about that. It is an
invitation to question what we value as good and what
brings humans happiness as a society no matter which
side/policy we choose. We don’t have to choose
violence like Cain and Lamech for God to see us as
corrupt as in Genesis. We can kill other people or
ignore the social problems of the marginalized that are
slowly killing them. We are very corrupt indeed.
Genesis reminds us that we need a faithful God who is
committed to his redemptive plan today in 2024 as
much as he was in Noah’s time.
