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Nothing Is Mine (II)

“Now the full number of those who believed
were of one heart and soul, and no one said that
any of the things that belonged to him was his
own, but they had everything in common.” (Acts
4:32)

In the story of the Tower of Babel that we
studied last week, "unity" became the greatest
rebellion against God, so that God didn't want
"unity", God wanted "Babel": that is, chaos. But
every Christian knows very well that "unity" is
mentioned many times in the Bible. The question you
may ask is, "What kind of unity is true unity?"
Perhaps if we go back to the book of Acts, you will
see the difference.

First, we must realize that "unity" does not mean
that all people look the same on the outside. At the
time of the Tower of Babel, people were very united
in what they did, but the essence of this "unity" was
centered on spreading one's own name. In other
words, it is a man-centered unity. The unity
mentioned in the Bible is the opposite of this man-
centered unity. Biblical unity is God-centered unity.
There is only one center in this kind of unity, and that
is our God.

Second, Christians must realize that they are to
follow God, not man. When there is disagreement in
the church, we often pray and ask God to change the
person we disagree with. We want people to "change
to be like me. This is a very dangerous thing to do.
Similarly, we sometimes pray for God to change
someone to be like Pastor X or Elder Y. Although
these pastors may be very good spiritual leaders in
the church, we must be careful that this is still not the
kind of unity that the Bible talks about. This is
because man-centered unity is fundamentally
different from biblical unity. True unity is praying
that each one of us is Christ-like and has the heart of
Jesus Christ. Only unity in Jesus Christ is true unity.

Finally, unity sometimes comes at a high price.
In the days of the apostles, the council was essential
to the life of the Jews of that day. But Peter and John
said, "Whether it is right in the sight of God to listen
to you rather than to God, you must judge" (Acts
4:19). What the apostles did was undoubtedly
offensive to the council of the day. But the apostles
understood that true unity is not union with the
world, but boldness in speaking the Word of God in
Jesus Christ. The essence of unity is union with
Christ. The most important aspect of unity is not
outward conformity, but that each believer bears the
image of Jesus Christ.
