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A Servant Who Stood Firm on

God’s Word

This past Monday (July 14), Grace Community
Church in Southern California announced that Pastor
John MacArthur has gone to be with the Lord at the
age of 86. His passing is not only a moment to
remember a faithful preacher, but also a reminder to
the church today: do we still uphold God’s Word as
the foundation of our faith and life?

Pastor MacArthur believed that preaching is not
the expression of man, but the exposition of God’s
Word—not meant to merely move the heart, but to
bring true repentance. He was convinced that a
sermon truly faithful to God should still carry
spiritual value decades later, because the Word of
God stands forever and is not bound by time or
culture. He refused to turn the pulpit into a place for
storytelling or emotional persuasion. As he once
said: “I’m not a storyteller. I’'m not an entertainer.
I’'m not a psychologist. I’'m a preacher, and my job
is to preach the Word of God.” He believed that if a
story does not lead directly to the truth of Scripture,
it should be avoided in preaching, because the
authority of a sermon does not lie in the speaker, but
in divine revelation. Even during government
lockdowns in the pandemic, he insisted on the
importance of in-person gatherings, emphasizing
that the church must obey God’s commands rather
than man’s injunctions.

His reverence for Scripture led him to hold clear
positions on difficult issues. He firmly believed that
the task of preaching should be entrusted to called
and qualified men—not out of cultural bias, but out
of obedience to God’s Word. On matters of gender
roles, church leadership, and the essence of the
gospel, he did not follow the tide, nor did he seek
compromise. Even under criticism, he remained
faithful to what he had received from the Lord. For
many years, his ministry was marked not by
creativity or strategy, but by unwavering faithfulness
to Scripture. He once publicly said: “If I'm
remembered for anything, I hope it’s that I was
faithful to teach the Word of God.” What he left
behind was not his own voice, but a testimony of
loyalty to the Word of God.

As we remember this faithful servant, our
purpose is not to exalt a man, but to return to God
with this question: is His Word still central in our
midst? As 2 Timothy 4:2-4 says, “preach the word,
be ready in season and out of season; reprove,
rebuke, and exhort, with complete patience and
teaching. For the time is coming when people will
not endure sound teaching, but having itching ears
they will accumulate for themselves teachers to suit
their own passions, and will turn away from
listening to the truth and wander off into myths.”
May this generation continue to raise up those who
will take up this calling—not to be remembered, but
to see God’s Word go forth, until Christ returns.
