John 4:37-38, NLT You know the saying, ‘One plants and another 
harvests.’ And it’s true. I sent you to harvest where you didn’t plant; others 
had already done the work, and now you will get to gather the harvest.”


John 4:39, NLT Many Samaritans from the village believed in Jesus 
because the woman had said, “He told me everything I ever did!”


Matthew 9:35, NIV Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching 
in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and 
healing every disease and sickness.


Matthew 9:36, NIV When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on 
them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a 
shepherd.


Matthew 9:27-38, NIV Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is 
plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to 
send out workers into his harvest field.”


Matthew 25:35, NLT For I was hungry, and you fed me. I was thirsty, and 
you gave me a drink. I was a stranger, and you invited me into your home.


Matthew 25:36, NLT I was naked, and you gave me clothing. I was sick, 
and you cared for me. I was in prison, and you visited me.’


Matthew 25:37, NLT “Then these righteous ones will reply, ‘Lord, when did 
we ever see you hungry and feed you? Or thirsty and give you something 
to drink?


Matthew 25:38-39, NLT Or a stranger and show you hospitality? Or naked 
and give you clothing? When did we ever see you sick or in prison and 
visit you?’


Matthew 25:40 NLT “And the King will say, ‘I tell you the truth, when you 
did it to one of the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing 
it to me!’
