Revelation 2:1, NKJV

“To the angel of the church of Ephesus write, ‘These things says He who 
holds the seven stars in His right hand, who walks in the midst of the 
seven golden lampstands:


Revelation 2:2, NKJV 

“I know your works, your labor, your patience, and that you cannot bear 
those who are evil. And you have tested those who say they are apostles 
and are not, and have found them liars;

Acts 19:11-12, NKJV 

Now God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul, so that even 
handkerchiefs or aprons were brought from his body to the sick, and the 
diseases left them and the evil spirits went out of them.


Acts 19:17, NKJV

This became known both to all Jews and Greeks dwelling in Ephesus; 
and fear fell on them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified.

Also, many of those who had practiced magic brought their books 
together and burned them in the sight of all. And they counted up the 
value of them, and it totaled fifty thousand pieces of silver.
