9  Then God said to Abraham, “Your responsibility is to obey 
the terms of the covenant.  10  This is the covenant that you 
and your descendants must keep;  Each male among you 
must be circumcised.  11  You must cut off the flesh of your 
foreskin as a sign of the covenant between me and you.

12  From generation to generation, every male must be 
circumcised on the eighth day after his birth.
