As a TEAM MEMBER we expect you to . . . 
· Complete all paperwork (registration/medical) and pay the $30 per person or $50 per couple or $70 for family team fee before December 15,2025 – payable to Baptist Area Office. and sign up online.  If this causes a financial burden for you – please let us know and request a scholarship.  This fee helps to pay for the meals prepared for us and for some of the gas for transporting equipment and project supplies.
· We must try to travel together – going to and from Texas and throughout the weekend.  We want to keep the team together for ministry and safety. 
· Everyone stays overnight at the Hispanic Church for Friday & Saturday nights.  You must provide a cot, sleeping bag, or air mattress and blankets & pillows for your personal use.
· Four meals and snacks will be provided at the Hispanic Church during your stay. We ask that you attend ALL meals (including Saturday night special event with the BF staff and the Hispanic Church).  This time of testimony is a time that we share together as a team how God has used you during the trip and how He has blessed you.  Plan to be there!
· You must attend ALL team meetings (usually held on Saturday morning after breakfast).
· BF ORIENTATION MEETING is now required for everyone to attend.  It is our first chance to come together as a team – to meet those who we will be working with on projects – to meet our leadership – to be more organized!!  To help with the timing of this meeting, we have moved the Orientation Meeting to be more centralized.  On Sunday, January 11, 2026, we will meet at 3:00 pm at the First Baptist Church, 400 S Wabash, Altamont, KS.  Make every effort to be there on time. If this is impossible for you, contact AHEAD OF TIME to arrange for your orientation. You may bring any clothing that you have collected.  Remember men’s items are to be in black trash bags and women & children’s items in white bags.  Don’t overfill the bags, as we have to lift and carry them into the building.  We especially need men’s tennis shoes & work boots size 9 to 15.  Also new packages of men’s underwear in sizes M to 3XL are always appreciated.
· You may also bring your care packets to be loaded into the trailer for transport. We are in urgent need of many care packs.  If you are putting these together, please call Dave and give him your estimated number so we can plan accordingly. An updated list is attached at the end of this letter.
· Another ministry idea which may be implemented all three weeks is to canvas local homes per agreement to pick up trash.  We need large black trash bags for this project. If each church could bring several boxes, we can distribute them during the two weeks we are working and leave any extras at BF for future needs.
