
RIGHTS AND PRIVILEGES OF THE MEMBERS. 

 

To be a member of this Church, Time of Grace Ministries, you must accept and 

meet the following requirements: 

 

1.  Accept the Lord Jesus Christ, as the only and sufficient Savior and personal 

Lord, with the purpose of living according to his teachings, giving faithful 

testimony of his faith. Jn 1:11-12; Rom. 10:9 

 

2. Demonstrate an experience of Christ's control in your life, in your relationship 

with God and with your neighbor: James 3:13;18; 1 Cor.5:17  

 

3.  Be baptized in water by immersion, according to the Holy Scriptures. Act. 2:41; 

Mt.28:19-20 

 

4. Be obedient to the authorities and ordinances of the Church. Rom. 13:1-2; 

Acts2:42 

 

5. Financially support the Church with its tithes, offerings and any other 

contributions requested. You will not be required to do so compulsorily, but 

rather in an act of faith and voluntarily. Gal.61-2 ;1 Cor.12:25; Eph.4:15-16 

 

6.  All members of the Church have the duty and right to help each other, exhorting 

each other with sincerity and respect, and advising each other in a wise and 

friendly manner and above all with a Spirit of humility, to build themselves up in 

love. If it is a case that requires the intervention of the pastor, he must be notified 

immediately. Gal.6:1-2 1 Cor.12:25; Eph 4:15-16 

 

7. Stay away from all rebellion, murmuring or destructive criticism against your 

ministers or the Church in general; If found guilty of these attitudes harmful to 

the body of Christ, the Punishment may range from a simple exhortation and call 

to order to dismissal. Titus 3:8-11 Jas. 3:13-18 

 

8.  Be Fair in our dealings, fulfilling our commitments and staying away from any 

business prohibited by the law and our doctrines. 1 Thess. 4:6 Ps 15:1-4 Gal. 3:15 

1Pet. 4:15-16  

 

9. Do not promote or support those who propagate false or contrary doctrines to 

what the Church teaches and practices 2 Pet 2:1-3 2 Jn 7:11 

 



10. The believer cannot exempt himself from his participation in political life, but 

must cooperate by contributing ideas, electing the best rulers, governing and 

administering with equity, honesty and responsibility, if he is elected to hold 

public office. Therefore: the believer has the right and the duty to commit himself 

in favor of all just causes: for peace, truth, justice, Freedom; against hunger, 

unemployment, exploitation, violence, war, torture. Etc... The Christian must be a 

co-belligerent in just causes, but he cannot be an ally of the supporters of 

violence. Rom 13:1-8 Phil.4:8-9 Eph. 5:6-17 

 

11. Support and actively participate in all the activities of the local Church, which are 

aimed at seeking the extension of the work of God, and the edification of the 

Body of Christ. 1Cor.12:25 Eph. 4:11-16 

 

12. Provide the Church secretary with all necessary personal information requested 

for administrative records and credential extension (if required). Neh.7:5 

 

13. Respect and take care of all property; furniture and real estate, property of the 

Church, and not use them for personal use without prior authorization from the 

pastor or person in charge of the furniture. 

 

14. Members of the Church, who have a divine vocation to preach and the privilege 

of exercising any other ministry, will lose that privilege by being absent from the 

Church for three consecutive weeks without justified cause. 2 Tim.2:1-5, 7 Heb 

10:25 

 

15. Members, deacons, officers, leaders or coordinators of Ministries are not 

permitted to hold sessions of any nature outside the knowledge of the pastor, or in 

his absence. Acts15:6; 1 Kings 1:5-10.
