IceBreaker: How would you explain the idea of “training” to a person who had never heard of

the concept?

Introduction (Read aloud before discussion.)

We are talking about Jesus being “the one” (the chosen one) and his call to be students of his, as

he trains us to become just like him.

Sermon Discussion (Use as a guide for dialogue; let God lead, and read the verses aloud.)

1. Matthew 28:19. Baptism proclaims that I have a vision to be trained to become like
Jesus and learn to live an abundant life. What do you think about this definition of
baptism?

2. Matthew 28:20. Jesus believed that a new disciple would really, really want to learn
how to be like Jesus the rabbi. What do you think would be the defining mark of a
student of Jesus or anyone?

3. Travis mentioned on Sunday that we have talked about how great Jesus is and what he
has called us to do, but we have not done a good job of talking about “how” to actually
do it! Do you agree?

4. Jesus taught his disciples to pray and to fast, and to give regularly (Matthew 6). How
could these exercises or practices contribute to making us the kind of people that
routinely and naturally and easily live the life that Jesus laid out?

5. 1 Timothy 4:7-9. If training is not the point (but certainly not pointless), what is the
point of training?

6. Read Luke 9:57-62. Jesus was always calling people out of the crowd into discipleship.
The crowd just wanted “more from” Jesus, but a disciple just wants to be “more like”
Jesus. Talk about the difference.

7. Could the summons into Christianity be much more radical and transformative than we
have yet experienced?
