In the Gospels, Jesus asks 307 
questions. He is asked 183 of 

which he only answers 3. Asking 
questions was central for Jesus 

learning to see and hear what the 
Father is doing 



Could it be that when Jesus was 
a young boy, the Father asked 
Him questions, drawing Him to 
scripture, so that He could fully 

discover who He was?
