The Cypress Story

In 1919, something started growing in the hearts of a handful of friends that gave birth to
something new in the fall of 1920 in downtown Columbus, Ohio, near Cypress Ave. This
group of friends started on a journey to create a place where their lost friends could find
answers to many of the questions we all have about our lives. They prayed, pitched a tent,
invited their friends, and a church was born and built for people to experience a personal
relationship with God for the first time in their lives.

This church was made of people who lived for God, not out of obligation or selfish desire,
but out of a love for lost people. As its people began to grow, individuals and families were
transformed and set free.

They began to ask what it would look like for a community of believers to be totally
committed to continually taking next steps, reaching new heights, leading more people on a
spiritual journey, and giving all the glory to God.

At Cypress, we know God has a vision, and we’re privileged to be a part of it! As
communities grow, culture changes, and pastors come and go, we will never take for
granted what God is doing among us and through us because it is very special.

This little church started in 1920, over 100 years ago. At the time, nobody knew what God
had in store; nobody expected it to overflow to more communities. When the founders
started, there was no plan for a second or third or eighth campus or a vision for residents
and interns. Thousands and thousands of people have worked hard, served well, and
pastored passionately. Family trees and all eternity have been forever changed, all because
a small group of friends had an overwhelming concern for their friends who didn’t know
Christ. It was this burning desire to reach them and impact their community for Christ that is
still changing lives 100 years later.

This founding mission of our church, and indeed of the whole Church around the world, has
never changed. In fact, you can find it in the Great Commission, a passage of scripture in
Matthew 28 where Jesus calls His followers to go and make disciples, baptizing them and
teaching them to obey everything He commanded, and promising that He would be with us
always, every step of the way.

At Cypress, we exist to lead people to Christ and provide steps to follow after Him.

This church, this movement, has been going strong now for over 100 years, and although
a lot has changed through the decades, our heart has never wavered; it's the same from
generation to generation.

Cypress Church
Governance

As you consider investing your heart, time, family, and finances into the life of a church, it is
important for you to feel confident in the church’s leadership. Our goal in sharing the details
of Cypress’ government is that you can better understand that our church is structured to
support the values of integrity, accountability, and spiritual authority.

Cypress Church is an elder-governed, staff-led congregation. We are a congregation of the
Wesleyan Church, and our pastors are licensed/ordained under their spiritual authority.

Our three layers of leadership include:

1. Church Staff
2. Church Elders

3. Denominational Overseers

Cypress Church
Finances

At Cypress, we want people to understand they are giving to God through the church, not to
the church, which is why we don’t ask anyone to give anything. Instead, we encourage you
to talk to God to see what He asks of you.

As a church, we believe in the biblical principle of tithing. We recognize that giving 10%
of our income is the biblical standard for giving, and we practice tithing for the support of
Christ’s body, the Church, as God commands.

As an organization, Cypress gives (a minimum of) 10% of our church income to initiatives
and projects that serve others “outside our walls.”

We take the stewarding of church resources very seriously. That’s why every year, Cypress
undergoes a full financial review by an independent CPA firm.

In an effort to protect our finances and your trust, we abide by a standard of financial margin,
operating on the previous year’s income instead of a projected increase in income.

Three Ways to Prayerfully Participate with Us:

1. Tithe — Giving 10% back to God
2. Offering — Anything above and beyond the tithe

3. Vision in Action Partners — Those who want to use their gift of giving to help
accelerate the vision of Cypress

Giving is not only an act of obedience to what Jesus challenges us to do in scripture, but an
act of worship, and when we give, we are one step closer to living the rich and satisfying life
God has in store for us.

We are more
concerned with completing tasks and winning than we are with gaining approval
from people. Though the internal drive tends to make us insensitive to those

to direct confrontation. Our greatest fear is to be taken advantage of, and even

We enjoy large groups and
use our power of influence to attain respect and convince people to follow our
lead. Sometimes we can be viewed as fidgety and nervous, but it comes from
our need to be a part of challenges that have variety, freedom, and mobility. We
could benefit from learning to look before we leap and spending more time being
studious and still. We make inspiring leaders and know how to get results from
and through people.

We are influential counselors who love people, and it’s no surprise that people
love us. We live to please and serve, and tend to be good listeners. Looking good
and encouraging others is important to us, as is following through and being
obedient. We often lack in the area of organization and can be more concerned
with the people involved than we are with the task at hand. However, we can be
center stage or behind the scenes with equal effectiveness, and we shine when it
comes to influencing and helping others.

Barnabas (Acts 4, 9, 11-15), Elisha (1 Kings 19; 2 Kings 2-3), Nicodemus (John 3, 7, 19)

We are inspiring yet cautious assessors who are excellent communicators through
the combination of concerned awareness and appreciation of people. We excel in
determining ways to improve production. We tend to be impatient and critical and
can also be overly persuasive and too consumed by the desire to win. We like to
work inside the box, and we could benefit from trying new things and caring less
about what others think This personality type often possesses a gift for teaching;
we are generally dependable when it comes to paying attention to details and
getting the job done.

Most cases of physical neglect involve inadequate adult supervision that has caused
harm to the child or vulnerable adult or places them in danger of such harm.
