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Superheroes of Faith: Family Devotionals
Overview: As your child embarks on a new school year, these weekly family devotionals will help reinforce the "Superheroes of Faith" lessons by building faith at home. Each devotional includes a Scripture, a short summary, discussion questions, and a simple family activity.

Week 1 – Stand Strong Like Shadrach, Meshach & Abednego
Scripture: Daniel 3:1–30
Summary: Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego refused to bow to the king's statue. Even though it meant facing a fiery furnace, they trusted God completely. God protected them because of their unshakable faith.
Discussion Questions:
· Have you ever been tempted to do something wrong just because others were doing it?
· How can we stand strong in our faith at school?
· Why do you think God honored their courage? 
Family Activity: Make a "Faith Flame" craft with red, orange, and yellow paper flames. On each flame, write something you can do to stand strong in your faith this week.

Week 2 – Be Strong Like Joshua
Scripture: Joshua 1:1–9
Summary: After Moses died, Joshua was chosen to lead God’s people. It was a big job! God encouraged Joshua to be strong and courageous, reminding him that He would always be with him.
 Discussion Questions:
· What makes you nervous about going back to school?
· How can you remember that God is with you wherever you go?
· What does it mean to be strong and courageous with God’s help? 
Family Activity: Pack a school supply or lunch item for someone in need. Pray over it together and ask God to help that student feel His love and strength this year.

Week 3 – True Like Daniel
Scripture: Daniel 6:1–23
Summary: Daniel was faithful to God, even when a law said he couldn’t pray. He chose to do what was right, and God kept him safe in the lion’s den. Daniel’s integrity showed his strong trust in God. 
Discussion Questions:
· What does "integrity" mean to you?
· Why is it sometimes hard to do the right thing?
· How can we be faithful like Daniel? 
Family Activity: Play "Right or Wrong?" Choose pretend school scenarios and ask: "What would you do?" Talk about how to make the right choice.

Week 4 – Wise Like Solomon
Scripture: 1 Kings 3:5–14
Summary: When Solomon became king, he asked God for wisdom instead of riches or power. God gave him a wise heart to help lead others. We can ask God for wisdom too! 
Discussion Questions:
· What kinds of choices do you have to make at school?
· Have you ever asked God to help you make a decision?
· What’s the difference between being smart and being wise? 
Family Activity: Play a simple "Would You Rather?" decision game. Pause and talk about how we can ask God for wisdom when facing real-life choices.

Week 5 – Brave Like Esther
Scripture: Esther 4:10–17
Summary: Esther had to be brave to speak up and help save her people. God put her in the right place at the right time, and He gave her the courage she needed. 
Discussion Questions:
· When have you had to be brave?
· How do you think Esther felt before she spoke up?
· How can you show courage and faith at school? 
Family Activity: Create "Courage Cards" with encouraging words or Bible verses. Leave them in lunchboxes, lockers, or around the house.

Week 6 – Compassionate Like Jesus
Scripture: Matthew 14:13–21
Summary: Jesus saw a crowd of hungry people and had compassion on them. He fed them with just five loaves and two fish. Jesus teaches us to see the needs around us and care for others
Discussion Questions:
· What does it mean to have compassion?
· Who do you know that needs extra kindness this week?
· How can we be like Jesus in the way we care for others? 
Family Activity: Choose one act of kindness to do together this week (write a note, make a treat, help a neighbor). Pray for the person you choose to bless.
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
