The King of Life   Rev Dr Gregory Wagenfuhr 
Scripture: 1 Corinthians 15:20-26

Study Questions
Foundations: 
What is the relationship between sin as breaking laws and sin as a power or authority?

How is death related to sin?

Why are all rules, authorities, and powers something God will destroy as part of the good 
news of Jesus Christ?

How do you see sin and death reigning in the world today?

Implications: So What?
How is the gospel related to “law”? Is the gospel about making sure the law is upheld at 
any cost (i.e. Jesus’ death)? Or is the gospel about defeating all rivals to God’s authority and 
thus ending false law-making authorities?

Why does this distinction matter? What differences can you think of between a gospel that 
is about ensuring the law is satisfied vs. the gospel that God releases all claims of law for 
his people?

Applications: Now What?
Jesus wants to save you from the powers that are at work in this world, not to take you out of 
the world, but to be ambassadors of his kingdom. What could the power of Jesus’ indestructible 
life mean for you and your life? What enemies rule over you that need to be defeated?

Prayer
Easter is a wonderful time to pray “Thy kingdom come!” Jesus gives us his own prayer in 
which we ask for the gospel of the kingdom of God to be true in our lives and in the world. 
The Lord’s Prayer is not a trite old formula to recite mindlessly... it is tailor-made to combat 
the rulers of the present evil age with the power of God and to pledge our allegiance to his 
kingdom as we ask for his salvation. So let’s pray:

Our Father (and no other), in heaven (not like the earthly ‘fathers’)
May your name be set apart and honored
Your kingdom come
Your will be done on earth just like it is in heaven
Be the provider of our sustenance and life (and not the bread of slave-masters)
Release us from sin and debts in the same way we release others what they owe us.
Don’t lead us into places where we are tempted, but free us from the Evil One.
To you belongs the kingdom, all power, and all glory and honor forever. Amen!
