Luke 13:14 MSG 
The meeting-place president, furious because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath, said to 

the congregation, “Six days have been defined as work days. Come on one of the six if 

you want to be healed, but not on the seventh, the Sabbath.” 
 
Luke 13:15-16 MSG 
But Jesus shot back, “You frauds! Each Sabbath every one of you regularly unties your 

cow or donkey from its stall, leads it out for water, and thinks nothing of it. So why isn’t it 

all right for me to untie this daughter of Abraham and lead her from the stall where 

Satan has had her tied these eighteen years?” 
 
Luke 13:15-16 AMPC 
But the Lord replied to him, saying, You playactors (hypocrites)! Does not each one of 

you on the Sabbath loose his ox or his donkey from the stall and lead it out to water it? 

[16] And ought not this woman, a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan has kept bound for 

eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on the Sabbath day?  
 
- Why do ministers keep the Glory of God tied up from manifesting in His full  power 

each Sunday? 
 
1 Corinthians 12:4-13 AMPC 
Now there are distinctive varieties and distributions of endowments (gifts, extraordinary 

powers distinguishing certain Christians, due to the power of divine grace operating in 

their souls by the Holy Spirit) and they vary, but the [Holy] Spirit remains the same. [5] 

And there are distinctive varieties of service and ministration, but it is the same Lord 

[Who is served]. [6] And there are distinctive varieties of operation [of working to 

accomplish things], but it is the same God Who inspires and energizes them all in all. [7] 

But to each one is given the manifestation of the [Holy] Spirit [the evidence, the spiritual 

illumination of the Spirit] for good and profit. [8] To one is given in and through the [Holy] 

Spirit [the power to speak] a message of wisdom, and to another [the power to express] 

a word of knowledge and understanding according to the same [Holy] Spirit; [9] To 

another [wonder-working] faith by the same [Holy] Spirit, to another the extraordinary 

powers of healing by the one Spirit; [10] To another the working of miracles, to another 

prophetic insight ( the gift of interpreting the divine will and purpose); to another the 

ability to discern and distinguish between [the utterances of true] spirits [and false ones], 

to another various kinds of [unknown] tongues, to another the ability to interpret [such] 

tongues. [11] All these [gifts, achievements, abilities] are inspired and brought to pass 

by one and the same [Holy] Spirit, Who apportions to each person individually [exactly] 
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as He chooses. [12] For just as the body is a unity and yet has many parts, and all the 

parts, though many, form [only] one body, so it is with Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed 

One). [13] For by [means of the personal agency of] one [Holy] Spirit we were all, 

whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free, baptized [and by baptism united together] into 

one body, and all made to drink of one [Holy] Spirit. 
 
- The Power of God should always be at full liberty especially on Sunday when the 

people are called and assigned by God to gather for worship.  
 
- These gifts are given to fully demonstrate the Kingdom of God is with men. 
 
- Our unashamed worship and love for God must not be limited by the opinion and need 

for financial support of men who don’t want to experience God in the full Glory. 
 
- We have compromised the Glory for numbers and new churches on many fronts are 

nearly empty, attendance on mid-week is fewer than Bingo Night. 
 
- We must return God back to the house of worship in full Glory.” Let the Glory Rise” 
Let the gifts of the Spirit operate freely and the people release their anointings and gifts 

in an orderly manner that please God and exhortation of glad tidings be declared that 

God Is Good!
