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1) The Kingdom of God is here to do business  
  
Matthew 6:9-10 KJV  
After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy 
name. [10] Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.  
  
2) To break Business Barriers, limitations and change the social order  
  
Isaiah 60:1-5 KJV  
Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the Lord is risen upon thee. [2] For, 
behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the 
Lord shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee. [3] And the Gentiles 
shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy rising. [4] Lift up thine eyes 
round about, and see: all they gather themselves together, they come to thee: thy 
sons shall come from far, and thy daughters shall be nursed at thy side. [5] Then thou 
shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and be enlarged; because the 
abundance of the sea shall be converted unto thee, the forces of the Gentiles shall 
come unto thee.  
  
3) The Father’s Business  
  
Luke 2:49 KJV  
And he said unto them, How is it that ye sought me? wist ye not that I must be about 
my Father's business?  
  
4) Those who are about the Father’s Business will be empowered to Prosper  

Deuteronomy 8:17-18 KJV  
And thou say in thine heart, My power and the might of mine hand hath gotten me this 
wealth. [18] But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God: for it is he that giveth thee 
power to get wealth, that he may establish his covenant which he sware unto thy 
fathers, as it is this day.  
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5) Build for Generations Posterity  
  
Psalm 115:12-16 KJV  
The Lord hath been mindful of us: he will bless us; he will bless the house of Israel; he 
will bless the house of Aaron. [13] He will bless them that fear the Lord, both small 
and great. [14] The Lord shall increase you more and more, you and your children. 
[15] Ye are blessed of the Lord which made heaven and earth. [16] The heaven, even 
the heavens, are the Lord’s: but the earth hath he given to the children of men.  
 

6) Global Expansion  
  
Matthew 28:18-20 KJV  
And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven 
and in earth. [19] Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: [20] teaching them to observe all 
things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the 
end of the world. Amen.  

 

7) Build for Enlargement 

Isaiah 54:1-5 KJV 
Sing, O barren, thou that didst not bear; break forth into singing, and cry aloud, thou 
that didst not travail with child: for more are the children of the desolate than the 
children of the married wife, saith the LORD. [2] Enlarge the place of thy tent and let 
them stretch forth the curtains of thine habitations: spare not, lengthen thy cords, 
and strengthen thy stakes; [3] For thou shalt break forth on the right hand and on the 
left; and thy seed shall inherit the Gentiles, and make the desolate cities to be 
inhabited. [4] Fear not; for thou shalt not be ashamed: neither be thou confounded; 
for thou shalt not be put to shame: for thou shalt forget the shame of thy youth, and 
shalt not remember the reproach of thy widowhood any more. [5] For thy Maker is 
thine husband; the Lord of hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of 
Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called. 
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8) Grow into His Grace! 
 

In the process of time God speaks!  

Why do you desire your child who is 1 year old to grow up fast. 

It will not happen because life is not designed to grow that fast. 

Be patient with the process so you can build correctly for generations. 
 

9) Builders of the promise of God!  
 

Isaiah 54:1-5 AMPC 

Sing, O barren one, you who did not bear; break forth into singing and cry aloud, you 
who did not travail with child! For the [spiritual] children of the desolate one will be 
more than the children of the married wife, says the Lord. [2] Enlarge the place of your 
tent, and let the curtains of your habitations be stretched out; spare not; lengthen 
your cords and strengthen your stakes, [3] For you will spread abroad to the right 
hand and to the left; and your offspring will possess the nations and make the 
desolate cities to be inhabited. [4] Fear not, for you shall not be ashamed; neither be 
confounded and depressed, for you shall not be put to shame. For you shall forget the 
shame of your youth, and you shall not [seriously] remember the reproach of your 
widowhood any more. [5] For your Maker is your Husband-the Lord of hosts is His 
name-and the Holy One of Israel is your Redeemer; the God of the whole earth He is 
called. 
 

10) Those Who Build! 
 

John 15:1-6,8 KJV 

I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. [2] Every branch in me that 
beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, 
that it may bring forth more fruit. [3] Now ye are clean through the word which I have 
spoken unto you. [4] Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, 
except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me. [5] I am the vine, ye 
are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much 
fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. [6] If a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as 
a branch, and is withered; and men gather them, and cast them into the fire, and they 
are burned. [8] Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my 
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disciples. 

 

If a person is not producing, adding to the assignment, creating growth, and enlarging 
then that person is either in the wrong position or unnecessary. 
 

The Father is only glorified in those who bear much fruit. 

 
11) Your Energy! 
 
Your ministry will move as fast as your energy. People who connect with you will move 
at your energy level. When you level off, the people will stand still around you. When 
you move around to inspect their commitment, they will move ahead of you to make 
sure their stations are moving. 
 
12) Create room for others to join you in the work of the ministry! 
 
Duplication is necessary for expansion and continuation. 
 
Growth will be evident upon those who continue in the work. God will elevate and 
anoint them for positioning. Age is not the key here; it is the yielding heart to God’s 
will. 

Remember God calls and choses the vessel. 
 
The leader must always set perimeters for protection for himself to be untouched by 
fleshly relationships that will bring him into favoritism, that will cause jealousy 
amongst the body. There will be those who excel but attention must be given to all 
who follow his leadership! 
 
13) Stepping into your Transition! 

 
From following to leading. Years of training that takes you from a novice to a father are 
poured into the student that adheres to the father’s spirit. The heart of the father 
must be caught and held in the highest respect as the voice and direction of God 
being lived out in front of him as a pattern, example of his calling. 

 
Key: when following a human example, the student must be open to separate the 
spirit man actions from the flesh man actions. Knowing what not to do is just as 
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important as knowing what to do. 

This will happen from time to time just to understand the integrity of the heart isn’t 
missed. 
 

Fathers will be led into when a son is ready to be released into his assignment. 

Ways the father knows! 

1) Leading of the Holy Spirit 

2) Expansion of the work. 

3) The father sees himself in the son 

4) The son takes on the operation of the Father 
 

14) Breaking the past! 
 

What you have become is greater than what you were. I am what I have become. I 
must live in what I have become without allowing my past to limit me to my 
experience when God is bringing you into new experiences you have not yet become. 
 

The forgiveness of God is greater than your sins of your past. 

Walking in the newness of life is to live separate from the life of the past. You live in 
the born-again nature (state) of their new mind. People will remember the old you, 
but you walk detached from the old you. 

It is a Finish Work! 

God promise to finish what He has started in you; it does not mean He will finish it 
with you. 

Philippians 1:6 KJV 
Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will 
perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: 

Engagement: 

Why is it important for those who follow to engage the work of the Father: 

1. Transfer 

2. Next man 
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3. Continuation 

4. The Anointing remains in the earth 

5. Global Expansion 

6. Those who connect take ownership of the vision as their own. 

7. We build as one, every person’s ability is made available to everyone for 
momentum and increase. 

 

 

 

 

Christ Into All the World! 

Acts 17:1-14 AMPC 
Now after [Paul and Silas] had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they came 
to Thessalonica, where there was a synagogue of the Jews. [2] And Paul entered, as 
he usually did, and for three Sabbaths he reasoned and argued with them from the 
Scriptures, [3] Explaining [them] and [quoting passages] setting forth and proving that 
it was necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead, and saying, This 
Jesus, Whom I proclaim to you, is the Christ (the Messiah). [4] And some of them 
[accordingly] were induced to believe and associated themselves with Paul and Silas, 
as did a great number of the devout Greeks and not a few of the leading women. [5] 
But the unbelieving Jews were aroused to jealousy, and, getting hold of some wicked 
men (ruffians and rascals) and loungers in the marketplace, they gathered together a 
mob, set the town in an uproar, and attacked the house of Jason, seeking to bring 
[Paul and Silas] out to the people. [6] But when they failed to find them, they dragged 
Jason and some of the brethren before the city authorities, crying, These men who 
have turned the world upside down have come here also, [7] And Jason has received 
them to his house and privately protected them! And  they are all ignoring and acting 
contrary to the decrees of Caesar, [actually] asserting that there is another king, one 
Jesus! [8] And both the crowd and the city authorities, on hearing this, were irritated 
(stirred up and troubled). [9] And when they had taken security [bail] from Jason and 
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the others, they let them go. [10] Now the brethren at once sent Paul and Silas away 
by night to Beroea; and when they arrived, they entered the synagogue of the Jews. 
[11] Now these [Jews] were better disposed and more noble than those in 
Thessalonica, for they were entirely ready and accepted and welcomed the message 
[concerning the attainment through Christ of eternal salvation in the kingdom of God] 
with inclination of mind and eagerness, searching and examining the Scriptures daily 
to see if these things were so. [12] Many of them therefore became believers, together 
with not a few prominent Greeks, women as well as men. [13] But when the Jews of 
Thessalonica learned that the Word of God [concerning the attainment through Christ 
of eternal salvation in the kingdom of God] was also preached by Paul at Beroea, they 
came there too, disturbing and inciting the masses. [14] At once the brethren sent 
Paul off on his way to the sea, but Silas and Timothy remained behind. 

Self-Governing! 
The Church is the Kingdom of God separate from this world system and government. 
Matters of governance should not be determined by the courts of a secular 
government but by those individuals who are called by God to lead. 

Acts 18:14-16 AMPC 
But when Paul was about to open his mouth to reply, Gallio said to the Jews, If it were 
a matter of some misdemeanor or villainy, O Jews, I should have cause to bear with 
you and listen; [15] But since it is merely a question [of doctrine] about words and 
names and your own law, see to it yourselves; I decline to be a judge of such matters 
and I have no intention of trying such cases. [16] And he drove them away from the 
judgment seat.  

Isaiah 9:6-7 AMPC 
For to us a Child is born, to us a Son is given; and the government shall be upon His 
shoulder, and His name shall be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father [of Eternity], Prince of Peace. [7] Of the increase of His government and of 
peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David and over his kingdom, to 
establish it and to uphold it with justice and with righteousness from the [latter] time 
forth, even forevermore. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.  

Ephesians 4:11-17 AMPC 
And His gifts were [varied; He Himself appointed and gave men to us] some to be 
apostles (special messengers), some prophets (inspired preachers and expounders),

some evangelists (preachers of the Gospel, traveling missionaries), some pastors 
(shepherds of His flock) and teachers. [12] His intention was the perfecting and the 
full equipping of the saints (His consecrated people), [that they should do] the work of 
ministering toward building up Christ’s body (the church),  [13] [That it might develop] 
until we all attain oneness in the faith and in the comprehension of the [[a]full and 
accurate] knowledge of the Son of God, that [we might arrive] at really mature 
manhood (the completeness of personality which is nothing less than the standard 
height of Christ’s own perfection), the measure of the stature of the fullness of the 
Christ and the completeness found in Him.  [14] So then, we may no longer be 
children, tossed [like ships] to and fro between chance gusts of teaching and 
wavering with every changing wind of doctrine, [the prey of] the cunning and 
cleverness of [b]unscrupulous men, [gamblers engaged] in every shifting form of 
trickery in inventing errors to mislead.  [15] Rather, let our lives lovingly [c]express 
truth [in all things, speaking truly, dealing truly, living truly]. Enfolded in love, let us 
grow up in every way and in all things into Him Who is the Head, [even] Christ (the 
Messiah, the Anointed One).  [16] For because of Him the whole body (the church, in 
all its various parts), closely joined and firmly knit together by the joints and ligaments 
with which it is supplied, when each part [with power adapted to its need] is working 
properly [in all its functions], grows to full maturity, building itself up in love.  [17] So 
this I say and solemnly testify in [the name of] the Lord [as in His presence], that you 
must no longer live as the heathen (the Gentiles) do in their perverseness [in the folly, 
vanity, and emptiness of their souls and the futility] of their minds. 

 
Church Economics! 

The church must rise into the marketplace to do business. 

Ownership of corporations such as banks, shopping centers, restaurants, clothing 
stores, communities, and subdivisions etc. 

The transfer of wealth is beyond the tithes and offerings; it is in the marketplace 
where the tithes and offerings are gained to bring into the Father’s House. 

The tithe is a tenth of the whole harvest of weekly increase. So where did you get the 
harvest from, so you can give the tithe?

The Marketplace! 

Acts 4:34-37 AMPC 
Nor was there a destitute or needy person among them, for as many as were owners 
of lands or houses proceeded to sell them, and one by one they brought (gave back) 
the amount received from the sales [35] And laid it at the feet of the apostles (special 
messengers). Then distribution was made according as anyone had need.  [36] Now 
Joseph, a Levite and native of Cyprus who was surnamed Barnabas by the apostles, 
which interpreted means Son of Encouragement, [37] Sold a field which belonged to 
him and brought the sum of money and laid it at the feet of the apostles. 

Acts 5:1-10 AMPC 
But a certain man named Ananias with his wife Sapphira sold a piece of property, [2] 
And with his wife’s knowledge and connivance he kept back and wrongfully 
appropriated some of the proceeds, bringing only a part and putting it at the feet of 
the apostles. [3] But Peter said, Ananias, why has Satan filled your heart that you 
should lie to and attempt to deceive the Holy Spirit, and should [in violation of your 
promise] withdraw secretly and appropriate to your own use part of the price from the 
sale of the land?  [4] As long as it remained unsold, was it not still your own? And 
[even] after it was sold, was not [the money] at your disposal and under your control? 
Why then, is it that you have proposed and purposed in your heart to do this thing? 
[How could you have the heart to do such a deed?] You have not [simply] lied to men 
[playing false and showing yourself utterly deceitful] but to God. [5] Upon hearing 
these words, Ananias fell down and died. And great dread and terror took possession 
of all who heard of it. [6] And the young men arose and wrapped up [the body] and 
carried it out and buried it. [7] Now after an interval of about three hours his wife 
came in, not having learned of what had happened. [8] And Peter said to her, Tell me, 
did you sell the land for so much? Yes, she said, for so much. [9] Then Peter said to 
her, How could you two have agreed and conspired together to try to deceive the 
Spirit of the Lord? Listen! The feet of those who have buried your husband are at the 
door, and they will carry you out [also]. [10] And instantly she fell down at his feet and 
died; and the young men entering found her dead, and they carried her out and buried 
her beside her husband. 

 
When We Are Proactive! 
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When we are ahead of what is coming, we then are prepared to minister from the 
place of abundance and not lack or emergency!  

 

Kingdom Networking! 

Power is the legal right to rule under authority of Law. Not oppress but liberate the 
world. 

The Covenant reveals God giving authority for us to rule until all the families of the 
earth be blessed. 

Deuteronomy 8:17-18 AMPC

covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day. 

• How we become established is by networking, organizing, pulling our resources 
(different administrations, operations, and abilities) together to create a 
community that does business with each other for empowerment, changing lives 
and removing he spirit poverty. 

• The model must be developed, perfected, and duplicated around the world 
amongst believers. 

• This is not religion; it is the Kingdom Covenant Government!  
• Those who are called to dominate must put their differences at rest a unity for the 

great good of God for His creation. 
• Together we create protection, corrections, and safeguard from the enemies of our 

faith.
