thought of all the fun they've shared together over the
years. Each moment serves as a reminder of why they
do what they do.

They also want supporters to know just how much
impact the Galilean Home has not only in meeting
physical needs but in creating a true family. “Their love
buckets are never empty,” Mariah said. “No matter who
you are or what you've been through, this is a place
where everyone can have a home and a job to do,”
added Tamesha.

For those considering join-
ing the team, the advice is
heartfelt: embrace the chaos,
be ready for anything, and
know that the work, while
challenging at times, is deeply
rewarding. As Erla puts it, “It
is a fulfilling thing to do.” And
in Amanda’s words, “Every
