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Apostolic Warfare Prayer Guide

Praying Against Rogue Governmental Power

In biblical or apostolic terms, a rogue spirit or person refers to one who:
e Rejects divine order or covering
e Operates outside God’s established authority
e Moves by self-will rather than the leading of the Holy Spirit
e Creates division or confusion by independence and rebellion

Proverbs 16:28 (ESV): “A dishonest man spreads strife, and a whisperer separates close
friends.”

A rogue leader, prophet, or believer becomes dangerous because they act without submission,
accountability, or alignment—often deceiving others under the guise of freedom or revelation.

Ephesians 6:18-19 AMPC

Pray at all times (on every occasion, in every season) in the Spirit, with all [manner of] prayer and entreaty. To
that end keep alert and watch with strong purpose and perseverance, interceding in behalf of all the saints (God's
consecrated people). [19] And [pray] also for me, that [freedom of] utterance may be given me, that | may open
my mouth to proclaim boldly the mystery of the good news (the Gospel),

Ephesians 1:17-23 KJV

That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation
in the knowledge of him: [18] The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the
hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, [19] And what is the exceeding
greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, [20] Which he
wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places,
[21] Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in
this world, but also in that which is to come: [22] And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the
head over all things to the church, [23] Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.

1. Prayer for Divine Exposure and Justice

“For there is nothing hidden that will not be disclosed, and nothing concealed that will not be brought
to light.” — Luke 8:17

Righteous Judge, we call upon Your throne of justice. Where deception, manipulation, and abuse of
power have taken root, let exposure come forth by the light of heaven. We decree that hidden agendas
and secret alliances working against truth will be uncovered. Let those who exploit authority for greed
or oppression face the weight of divine justice. Father, raise up Daniels and Josephs—voices within
government who stand uncompromised and full of the Spirit of wisdom. We declare that truth will prevail
over propaganda, and that righteousness will exalt this nation.
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2. Prayer to Break the Spirit of Tyranny and Corruption

“He disappointeth the devices of the crafty, so that their hands cannot perform their enterprise.” — Job
5:12

Lord of Hosts, break the yoke of tyranny and corruption that seeks to enslave the people. Disarm the
structures of oppression that twist law and justice for personal gain. We bind the spirits of Jezebel,
Leviathan, and Mammon—entities that corrupt power, control narratives, and silence truth. Let Your
kingdom government rise in wisdom and righteousness. We decree that every counterfeit throne is
brought low, and every voice of manipulation is silenced by the word of the Lord. Release divine
restraint where rebellion has taken the seat of governance. (tyranny - cruel and oppressive government
or rule)

3. Prayer for Apostolic Reformation in Government
“The government shall be upon His shoulders...” — Isaiah 9:6

Father, we proclaim the government of Christ as the superior rule over every earthly administration.
We decree an apostolic reformation within the systems of leadership, law, and public service. Let godly
order and moral conviction replace compromise and corruption. We declare that the shoulders of Christ
carry the true weight of government, not the frailty of man. Release reformers with clean hands and
pure hearts into the gates of power. Let every policy, law, and system align with Your righteousness
and justice.

4. Prayer for Leaders Who Have Gone Rogue

“The king’s heart is in the hand of the Lord; He directs it like a watercourse wherever He pleases.” —
Proverbs 21:1

Lord, we bring before You those who sit in power but have drifted from Your counsel. Turn their hearts
from pride, greed, and deception toward truth and humility. If repentance is possible, grant them
conviction; if not, remove them swiftly for the sake of righteousness. We decree divine intervention
where manipulation has reigned and deception has blinded. May the fear of the Lord visit their
chambers, and may mercy be extended only through repentance. We declare that no one is beyond
the reach of Your authority.

5. Prayer for the People Under Oppression

“He executes justice for the oppressed and gives food to the hungry. The Lord sets the prisoners free.”
— Psalm 146:7

Father, stretch forth Your hand over the oppressed, the silenced, and the weary. Strengthen those who
resist injustice without resorting to evil. Release angelic reinforcement over those standing for truth in
hostile environments. Let hope rise among the people, and courage flow into their hearts. We declare
the breaking of spiritual and governmental captivity. Deliver nations from demonic governance and
restore the honor of justice.

6. Prayer of Apostolic Verdict and Decree

“Until the Ancient of Days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the Most High; and the time
came that the saints possessed the kingdom.” — Daniel 7:22
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Ancient of Days, we stand as Your ecclesia—Your governing body in the earth. We release apostolic
verdicts from heaven’s courtrooms against unlawful dominion and rogue power. We decree that seats
of corruption are vacated, and righteous leadership is enthroned. Let the sword of the Spirit divide
between truth and deception. Let the blood of Jesus speak better things than the voice of tyranny. We
declare: the saints of the Most High shall possess the kingdom, and the kingdom of our God shall reign
forever.

7. Prayer for Nations at a Crossroad
“Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord.” — Psalm 33:12

Father, align this nation with divine destiny. Break the covenant of compromise and restore covenant
with truth. Silence false prophets of politics and raise apostolic voices that speak life and direction. We
decree that revival and righteousness will rule the land. Let new governmental mantles fall on those
chosen for such a time as this. The kingdom of God advances, and every rogue regime falls before the
weight of divine justice.

Apostolic Declaration

We decree that the government of man bows to the government of Christ. Every ungodly power,
system, or structure manipulating authority is dethroned. The church rises as an apostolic governing
body, discerning, decreeing, and delivering justice in the earth. The kingdom of God reigns, and His
will is done on earth as it is in heaven. In Jesus 'name — Amen.
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
