1. Prayer for Divine Strength in Battle 

Psalm 18:1–3, 31–39 

Lord, You are my rock, my fortress, and my deliverer. I trust in You, my shield and the horn of my salvation. 
Teach my hands to war and my fingers to fight. Strengthen me to run through troops and leap over walls. You 
gird me with strength for the battle; You make my way perfect. By Your power I pursue my enemies and 
overtake them — they fall under my feet. I decree that no weapon formed against me shall prosper, for the 
Lord is my defense and the lifter of my head.

2. Prayer for Protection and Deliverance from Enemies 

Psalm 27:1–6; Psalm 3:1–6 

The Lord is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? Though hosts encamp against me, my heart shall not 
fear. Arise, O Lord, save me, my God! You strike all my enemies on the cheekbone and break the teeth of the 
wicked. For You are a shield for me, my glory, and the lifter of my head. I decree that fear, intimidation, and 
slander have no power over me — for my God fights for me and gives me peace in the midst of warfare.

3. Prayer for Judgment Against Wicked Schemes 

Psalm 35; Psalm 7:9–10

Judge me, O Lord, according to my integrity, and bring the wicked to their own ruin. Let righteousness be 
established, and let Your justice roll down like waters.

Psalm 55:9–23; Psalm 41:9–12

forever. I cast my burden upon You, for You will sustain me and never allow the righteous to be moved.

Psalm 2; Psalm 110:1–3

Psalm 91; Psalm 23
