Just before surrendering to the police we had the men pray over himand ™ ‘
we trained him to conduct Bible studies inside the jail. He is the only prisoner now behind bars, T
smiling, and at peace. He has peace with God and is sharing with other inmates about that same ‘
peace he has found in Christ! This is what the Bible teaches in Romans 14:17, “For the kingdom of
God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.” Keep sharing
the gospel, it is the only hope the world has for peace!
