Applying the Truth Congregationally

Digging Deeper
· Luke 14:1–6 marks the fourth and final record of a Sabbath controversy. Compare it with Luke 6:1–5, 6–11; and 13:10–17. What does the repetition demonstrate about the religious leaders?







· Romans 9:20 is the only other NT usage of the word used in Luke 14:6, translated “reply.” This is a stronger word than the word used for “silence” in Luke 14:4, which Luke also uses as an author in Luke 23:56; Acts 11:18, and 21:14. What significance does the stronger word carry in the context of Luke 14.
