“The Word became flesh and blood, 
and moved into the neighborhood.” 

– John 1:14 (The Message)

At the heart of our Children’s Ministry is this truth: Jesus
didn’t stay far away. He came close. He made His home
among us. He entered our lives in the most ordinary,
everyday spaces, and in doing so, He transformed them into
places of love, hope, and belonging. That’s our vision for
Creekside Kids. We want our classrooms, our hallways, our
activities, and even the laughter of our kids to be spaces
where Jesus is welcomed, where He “moves into the
neighborhood” of every child’s heart.
   As children experience His love here, we believe it doesn’t
stop there. Jesus can move into the neighborhoods of our
schools, our sports teams, and even our city. When kids
encounter Jesus, they carry His light wherever they go. God
is doing amazing things in this ministry! 
   Over the past year, we’ve seen incredible growth. This
August, we reached a point where more space was needed.
We opened a second nursery for our little ones, and we
welcomed 5th graders into Kids Ministry so that our
structure better aligns with public schools. With these
changes, we now have 8 classrooms filled with kids every
Sunday morning. 
   To safely and effectively serve this growing number of
children, we need more caring leaders who are willing to
serve once every 4–6 weeks during the 10:30am service. And
here’s the beautiful part: serving in Kids Ministry doesn’t
mean missing church, it means experiencing it in a different
way. You’ll join the kids in worship, hear God’s Word taught
through our Bible story (led by Pastor Nichole), and then
help create space for kids to respond as we move into
playtime and snack.        
   When you serve in this way, you help create a space where
kids experience the love of Jesus. From there, His presence
flows into their schools, their friendships, and their families.
Will you prayerfully consider joining the Creekside Kids
Team? Together, we can see Jesus move into the
neighborhood, into hearts, into homes, and into our city.

The inability to discern when physically hungry or
physically full, excessive or compulsive consumption
of food, excessive or unhealthy weight loss, obsession
with body weight and shape, low self-esteem and/or

negative body image.

How do we find recovery?
Recovery is found through a relationship with Jesus
Christ as our higher power. As we work through the 8

principles and the Christ-centered 12 steps, we can
find freedom from codependency and other hurts,

hang-ups and habits.
